“Senator Garfield, of the Ohio Legis-
lature, a son of the martyred Pre-
sident, has introduced a bill to limit
the number of colleges in the State.
Under the provision of this bill all
institutions of learning applying here-
after for charters must receive the
approval of a University Council of
ten members, and also must have a
yearly income of $15,000. The per-
sonnel of the Council will be the State
Superintendent of Education, three
presidents of undenominational col-
leges and three superintendents of
public schools. Existing colleges
will be required to show an income

of $7,500 in order to insure their’

continued life.”’

HISTORY AND PURPOSE.

In 1873 a large number of Mennonites came to Kansas from Europe and from
other States in the Union. They soon realized the necessity of a school in which
both English and German are taught, and in which instruction is given in the
truths of the Holy Scriptures. The school should be the means of preparing
teachers for our district schools, for our parochial schools, and for our sunday-
schools; and to prepare laborers for our missions, whether at home or abroad,
and it should offer special advantages to those that wish to fit themselves for the
duties of life generally.

To serve these purposes, the Mennonite Seminary was established at Halstead,
Kansag, in 1882, by the Kansas Conference of Mennonites. In course of time it
was found desirable to raise an endowment fund, to increase the facilities of the
school and to permanently locate the same. Therefore, in 1887, the Kansas Con-
ference met in special session to consider an offer made by the City of Newton
under the condition that the school be built there. The Conference did not accept
the offer, but favored the organization of an association, having for its aim the
establishment and maintenance of a Mennonite school at Newton, Kansas. An
association was formed and incorporated with the object of raising an endowment
fund, of erecting the necessary buildings, and of providing for the requirements
of the school. After many delays and difficulties the school was opened
September 20th, 1893.

The aim which the Bethel College Corporation hasin view is the same as
that of the Mennonite Seminary, and this the more, since the Western Conference
has intrusted to the new institution the work of the Mennonite Seminary, and the
province of higher education. The Corporation desires to offer to our youth an
institution in which they can acquire an elementary and a higher education, founded
upon a Christian basis, that they may be prepared to meet the duties of life, and
to help in the building up of the Kingdom of God.

Musical Department.

As the interest in music is growing, a special musical department has been es-
tablished in Bethel College.

Music shall be taught not merely as an ornamental branch, but as a part of a
complete education.

The following branches will be taught: Piano-playing, Organ-playing, Sing-
ing and Harmony. It is not possible to lay down a fixed course. The diversity of
talent and the ultimate object in view necessitates the arrangement of a course
suited to the individual pupil.

Piano Forte. A carefully selected course will be followed, leading the pupil grad-
ually onward to an appreciation of the works of the great masters.

Teachers’® Certificate Course.

Pupils must have reached the age of sixteen years before they can enter this
class, must pass satisfactory examinations as to their previous attainments. The
principal studies will be selected from the works of Clementi, Cramer, Jensen,
Heller and others; Hwendel’s and Buch's Suites, Bach’s Preludes and Inventions,
etc. During the course pupils must have studied some of Mozart’s and Beetho-
ven’s Sonatas, and compositions by Mendelssohn, Chopin, Schubert, Schumann,
ete., together with some of the works of modern composers. One year’s work in
Musical History and Harmony is required; also some knowledge of the Reed
Organ.

Reed Organ. Various standard methods will be used, although that by Chas. W.
Landon is preferred. Careful attention will be given to the acquiring of a
good organ touch and to the proper performance of church music as well
as such pieces as are within the range of this popular instrument.

Harmony. In this branch the aim is to impart a thorough knowledge of Intervals;
the construction and connection of Chorus; Modulation, Suspension and
Choral writing.

Singing. Is taught in classes in which the pupil receives a thorough drill in Nota-
tion and all the general instruction which shall enable him to read ordinary
music at sight. :
