EDUCATION FOR CITIZENSHIP.

The high school or academy, then,
is the place in which to acquire
“‘that knowledge which is necessary
to a full comprehension of our rights
and duties as free citizens.”” Boys
in such an institution are from four-
teen years of age, upwards; of such
an age when they are most inspired
by the sight of a flag or transparency,
They cheer as lustily as their fathers
and older brothers, and, in their own
way, are as loyal to the party which
they already call their own. In a
few years they will vote and should
be expected to give a reason for the
views they hold. Happily, it is not
difficult for such boys to understand
our political system, though at first
it may appear complicated.

A pre-requisite to the study of
politics is a broad knowledge of his-
tory. Let a taste for historical study
be cultivated as early as possible,
and let it not be confined to the his-
tory of the native country. Naturally
and rightly, one’s own country will
claim his first attention. An Amer-
ican has no excuse for ignorance of
American history. There is no land
whose past can be so truthfully de-
scribed. No history can be more in-

teresting, for it abounds in deeds of

heroism and self-sacrifice and reads

like the most fascinating romance.

READING IN OUR SCHOOLS.

There is, perhaps, no branch in
the prescribed course of our common
schools that is taught with less satis-
factory results, than reading. Com-
paratively few of those who finish
the course are able to read a short
passage without making a number of
serious blundersin pronunciation and
inflection. Some stumble along slowly
and hesitatingly, as if, in a dark
night, they were feeling their way
along a strange road strewn with
rocks; others skim over the passage
very rapidly and murder about half
the words over which they pass;
while, of them all, many cannot tell
you what they have read, because
they do not know the meaning of
words—they have not been taught
the proper use of the dictionary.
Now, this is not merely an exaggera-
tion, but a fact. Yet this condition
exists, not because there is not enough
time spent on this branch in school,
but because there is not sufficient in-
terest shown both by teacher and
pupil. The pupil will not show any
interest unless the teacher first shows
it. The work in many cases is purely
mechanical on account of this lack
of interest, and where it is want-
ing, there can surely be very little
profit.

Several reasons can be given, why
results are no better. There is, first
of all, a prevalent idea that reading
is an unimportant branch, and that
anyone, whois able to read somewhat
fluently, is a good reader. There-
fore, it is assumed that as soon as a
pupil has attained some fluency in
reading, it would be a waste of time,
if he continued to study it as a
branch. Now, this is a mistake. Flu-
ency certainly is a desired result,
but it is only secondary. Parrots
may learn to say a number of words
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in succession without knowing their
meaning. Then, next, there is a
certain dislike for reading among the
older pupils—just why, is, perhaps,
difficult to tell; yet one reason we
can find in the fact that the reading
book is taken simply as a practice
book, and not as one that contains
some of the choicest extracts of lit-
‘erature. If the more advanced pu-
pils were properly taught thal in
their reading book they are brought
face to face with masters of language
and thought, they would surely view
the matter in a different light, and
would not cousider reading an irk-
some work that is to be laid aside as
soon as possible, but make greater
efforts to court the acquaintance of
men and women in good literature.
Let, then, the teachers in our dis-
trict schools bear in mind that the
primary aim of reading in the higher
grades is the acquiring of thought as
it is presented to us in literature; but
at the same time they should not for-
get that fluency and correctness of
expression are necessary adjuncts
which must not be neglected. It is
not the object to give methods and

directions here how all this may be

attained, but the intention is to point
out to teachers some defects as we
find them in our schools.

To give information in a

case of this nature is in no way re-

lated to ‘‘tale-bearing’ in the usual

meaning of that term. ‘“Tale-bear-

ing’’ means giving information from

mean motives; to expose a rival, or

to secure his punishment. On the

other hand, to give proper informa-

tion requires the highest moral cour-

age, and frequently necessitates self-

sacrifice for the general good. Itis

much better, however, for the moral
development of the pupils, if the.
teacher can lead to the formation of
such a feeling among the pupils them-
selves as will lead to the independent
suppression of vicious practices, when
the teacher is not present.

There are some people who con-
demn as unmanly the giving of in-
formation, when asked for by the
teacher conducting an investigation
into some case of wrong-doing. What-
ever may be the opinion held in re-
gard to the voluntary giving of in-
formation, there certainly is only
one right view in which to regard a
pupil’s duty, when required to give
evidence, by his teacher. ‘‘Unmanly,”
indeed! Is it unmanly for a witness
to give evidence in court? Is nof the
school a miniature world, and a teach-
er’s investigation a school-court?

While ‘‘tale-bearing’’ from mean
and selfish motives ought to be con-
demned as unmanly and ungenerous
in the extreme, the teacher will do
well to spare no pains to develop a
spirit of frankness and honor in his
pupils, which will lead them to give
him assistance in every proper way
to control evil, even when he is not

1st. The question was never in-
tended by the writer to become pub-
lic property.

3rd. Ever since the failure of our
Wadsworth Seminary, the wish for a
denominational institute of learning
was uppermost in my mind, and so
Bethel College from its very concep-
tion had a warm place in my heart,
and, though far distant, I always
hoped, and still hope, she may be of
benefit to our Eastern youths and
churches. With this feeling, when
the facts as stated in the question
came to my knowledge, I wrote for
information.

In agreement with the announcement the meeting took place on October 28 in Bethel
College. The forenoon meeting opened with singing. Then Brother A. B. Shelly (direc-
tor from Pennsylvania) read a portion of scripture from the second chapter of Proverbs
and then led in prayer.

A number of the brethren from the eastern states had planned to start their trip
back home at noon so they were given the opportunity to ask questions and to make re-
marks as soon as the minutes were read. The minutes included those of the last annual
meeting and the minutes of the meetings of the board of directors. After a short gen-
eral discussion Brothers A. B. Shelly and A. S. Shelly of Pennsylvania made a few re-
marks before departing.

After a short recess the meeting resumed its session, followed its regular agenda,
and completed the following business:
1. br. J. J. palzer of Minnesota was appointed by the chairman to be the secretary.

2. Director S. F. Sprunger's resignation to the board of directors was discussed
and accepted by resolution.

3. Resolved to accept all guests present in an advisory capacity.

religion, politics, science, etc. On the way back there were others in the wagon who

The study of the Greek language is truly worthwhile, The class that is working
on the New Testament is finding that out. How much more rewarding a study like this
can be if one is able to read the original text and%gT;ost visualize the writer with
the pen that wrote it! The portions that could never quite be understood are now com-
ing to light. The class has been working on the literal translations of the Gospel
of Luke the first semester. From now on it will be more of a work of exegesis. In
the second semester they will study the Epistles to Thessalonians and the Galations
and in the third the letter to the Romans. The lower class in Greek is working hard
at learning Greek grammar.
