The Teacher must remain a

Student.
By G. A. HAURY.

It is a common experience of teach-
ers that, if they have taught thesame
subjects for a number of years in suc-
cession, they lose interest in their
work, more or less. They are obliged
to pass over the same ground again
and again, until, finally, weary of
the monotony, they perhaps leave
their work in disgust. If they do
nothing to prevent such a state of af-
fairs, their condition becomes chronic
and their usefulness as teachers is at
an end. The best thing they can do,
is to engage in some other work and
make room for such who are fully
alive.

But how can teachers prevent this
condition, or how can they keep them-

selves alive to their work? A very
good way is to keep on studying, not
only the every-day subjects, but also
such that have no immediate connec-
tion with the branches taught. The
daily work, of course, must not be
neglected, If a teacher were to do
80, he would all the sooner be dropped
to make room for a better one. But,
on the other hand, if attention is paid
to the daily subjects only, even the
most enthusiastic teacher will, finally,
lose interest and become disgusted
with his work ; or, whatis worse, will
settle down to a self-satisfied con-
dition in which no progress is pos-
sible. To prevent this, let him do
something else besides his regular
work. We all know that a teacher
haslittle time to spare, yet he ought to
make it possible to devote a few min-
utes every day Lo one outside branch.
He may take up a course in history,
in literature, or in one of the depart-
ments of natural science, such as
botany and zoology.

Time spent in study of that kind is
not lost. All branches of learning
bear a certain relation to one another,
and the teacher who is well informed,
has a great advantage over one who
is not, other things being equal. A
teacher may have the bare facts in
mind, which form the mere skeleton
of the subject; but at the life of it he
can get only by additional study. For
instance, if he knows something of the
history of other nations, or iswell
read in biography, he is able to un-
derstand the history of his own country
better. The study of literature makes
him acquainted with the thoughts of
the noblest minds of the past as well
as the present, and adds vigor to his
own work. The natural sciences, es-
pecially, ought to have a more prom-
inent place in the course of study of
teachers than is often accorded to
them. They furnish one of the best
means to acquaint children with that
beauty which God has so bountifully
scattered everywhere.

Such studies, judiciously selected
and carefully pursued, will be a direct
help to the teacher in his work; they
will tend to bring him out of the nar-
row confines of daily routine; they
will awaken and broaden his mind;
and, what is more, they will keep him
in the spirit of the learner. The sym-
pathy of such a one is more likely to
be with the pupils, and, because of
it, his success is all the more assured,

MISCELLANEOUS.

— In Germany, school continues
throughout the year with now and
then a short vacation. Also among
American educators this system has
its advocates, yet a long time may
pass before it will find general favor.

— The Hindoos believe that plants
and animals have souls, therefore
they take great care not to injure
any living thing. They even support
large hospitals where sick and aged
animals are kept, but for suffering
humanity little provision is made, ex-
cept by the missionaries.

— So far the United States have
enjoyed the reputation of possessing
the largest telescope on earth, while
Europe could boast of the largest can-
non, But now a gun is made in the
Bethlehem, Penn., Iron Works that
will put all others into the shade.
This large weapon has a length of
49 feet, weighs 120 tons, fires a shell
of about 2300 lbs., and in one shot
it is thought, will consume 1000 lbs.
of powder. Its range is about 16
miles. It will very likely be placed
in the harbor of New York to warn
all foreigners that any intrusion into
our affairs will be met by weighty
objections,

German Influence in America.

From Rev. A. M. Schmidt's Address, delivered in
Calvin College in June, 1894.

While German influence has been
beneficially impressed on American
life, while German thought has en-
riched our educational institutions,
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while German culture has made our
Home life purer and better; unever-
theless, the American nation has not
yet been led to recognize these facts
nor to accord to the Teuton son the
gratitude or recognition which he de-
serves in the nation’s family or upon
its pages of national history.

But, what of the history of the
future 2 What part will the German-
American take in moulding and
fashioning the history of these United
States of America in the ceuntry
lying just before us?

Inventive genius, scientific and
mechanical apparatuses have doné
wonders in bringing the ends of the
earth in close proximity. Through

commercial relations, interchange em-

igration, the omnipresent traveler
and a hostas other causes, the nations
of the earth are becoming more and
more cosmopolitan. This is emi-
nently true of the United Statgs.
Because of this universal law of
interchange it is next to impossible
for any one nation to preserve intact
its type of national life. Just as the
Mississippi receives its waters from
many sources ; just as these tributary
streams flow together and lose them-
selves in the great river-bed of the
Mississippi, their identity lost, while
yet their presence is felt in the
strength, character and volume of
the river; so too, here in this stream
of American life, the nations of the
earth are giving of their varied
national characteristics, and these,
through interchange of thought, com-
merce, social intermingling and mar-
riage unite and produce a type of
national life which differs from that
of every other nation. To America
the last born child, in whose veins
the best blood of all the civilized
nations of the earth is freely flowing,
Germany has furnished a large quota
of this new nation’s strength and life.
Dr. Schaff in his work, ¢‘The Eng-
lish language,’’ page 54, says: ‘‘The
progress of humanity and of christ-
ianity requires the preponderance
of one language, as a common medium
of international intercourse and a
connecting link between the various
members of the civilized world.”
In 1801 the German was spoken by
10 millions more people than Eng-

lish. Today the English language is
spoken by 36 millions more people
than the German, In 1801 the Eng-

lish language occupied the fifth place

in a comparative table of the seven
leading languages of civilization. To-
day it occupies the first place. The
reason of this change is that the Eng-
lish language appears.to be better
fitted than any other for universal
usage of service. Because of the
universal law of the survival of the
fittest, all other languages, without
violence or legislation, yield in this
country to the general and prevailing
usage of the English. It has become
“‘the principal vehicle of modern and
western civilization’> and is taught in
the best universities and colleges of
Europe and the Orient. ¢The Eng-
lish classics,’”” again quoting from
Dr. Schaff, ¢are daily read in the
countries of which Shakespeare and
Milton never heard, and by millions
who but recently were ignorant of the
very existence of England.’’

The transition from the German to
the English is not easy for all, if in-
deed for any. Itis but natural that
the German immigrants should cling
to the language and ways of their
forefathers: indeed, it would be un-

natural if they did not do so, for these .

are among the things most sacred to
them, as sacred as their religion.
Nevertheless they soon become con-
scious of the fact that while they
cling with devotion to these things,
tiey are slowly yet surely slipping
away from them. ‘A force as uni-
form and ruthless as the laws of
gravitation, is operating to deprive
them of their cherished possessions.’’
No one is to be blamed for this.
The charge of disloyalty to his father-
land dare not be made against the
German-American ; nor on the other
hand is it fair to say that the American
nation is designedly stealing these
things away from him. It is but the
price of exchange paid by those who
seek and make for themselves new
homes in a land which in future years
will become their new fatherland.
The progressive law of historical
development has made it so, the cur-
rent of national life controls it, and
no plan devised of man can change
or check it. As well might we try to

stop the waters of the Ohio, the Mis-
souri or the Red rivers from losing
their identity or individuality as they
flow into the Mississippi, as to at-
tempt to prevent the assimilation of
the nations whose outflowings carry
their peoples into the current of
American life.

The one and all-important question
therefore is, how can any or all of
these tributary nations, especially the
German, exert an influence for good
upon the nation into whose current
they flow? or how can profit and ad-
vantage accrue to those who at first
sight seem to sustain nothing but loss
and injury? On the one hand we
have that love of liberty which ever
has been strong in the German life,
and has profoundly influenced the
other nations of the earth. Then
there is that eminent qualification
possessed by the German for educa-
tional work. There is also his strong,
sturdy, all-conquering nature, which
refuses to yield to difficulties, which
knows no such word as fail. There
is the spirit of progress tempered by
respect for authority, together with a
devout recognition of a Divine Provi-
dence, who rules over nations and
men. On the other hand we have
the nervous activity and push of the
American citizen. His keen insight
into the questions of life, his un-
bounded spirit of enterprise, his en-
larged vision of liberty and freedom,
his tact and inventive genius-born of
the highly sanguine temperament
omnipresent in the life of the Ameri-
can. Shall these remain separate or
shall they be joined together in holy
wedlock? Shall we, who are proud of
our German ancestry, we, in whose
veins flows the blood of martyrs and
patriots, the blood of a nation, than
which none other ever found more
loyal sons, shall we refuse to take to
ourselves that which will make our
lives richer, our future brighter and

our position assured?

The Question of Government
in colleges and universities is one
that has often been discussed. Should
the strict supervision over students
remain with the faculty, or should
the government be left.entirely in the
hands of the students? It has been

e .
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thought by some that the best results
could be obtained, if the students
had control of the matter. In a few
schools, therefore, that plan has been
given a trial, but, as it appears, with-
out sufficient success to warrant its
continuance. At least in one school,
the Northwestern University, Evans-
ton, Ill., where cases of discipline
were referred to a Senate of students,
a return has been made to faculty
government.

PASTOR FIFTEEN YEARS.

Anniversary of Bishop Grubb, of the Mennonite
Church.

The fifteenth anniversary of Bishop
Nathaniel Bertolette Grubb’s pastor-
ate of the First Mennonite Church
was observed last year in September
by a special service at the church,
Diamond Street, above Fifth. The
services were in the nature of an an-
niversary, being a reunion of the
congregation and Sunday School, at
which addresses were made by J. B.
Rechtel, the superintendent of the
Sunday School; by P. R. Kline and
W. C. Gerhart, the assistant superin-
tendents, and the pastor, Bishop
Grubb. The special sermon preached
by Bishop Grubb began with an ex-
position of the doctrines of the Men-
nonite Church and a brief sketch of
its history. He also referred to the
history of his own particular church,
showing how it had prospered and
what a bright future it had. When
he became pastor, fifteen years ago,
the membership of the church was
fifteen persons, today 400 names are
on the roll. He spoke of the growth
of the Mennonite Church as a whole
during the past fifteen years, present-
ing facts about every branch of
its work.

The first Mennonite church of
Philadelphia is the largest congrega-
tion of its denomination in Eastern
Pennsylvania. It was established in
1865 by Bishop Moses H. Goftschall
and Deacon David Taylor, in a hall
on Germantown Avenue, below Nor-
ris Street with thirty-five members.
Rev. Samifel G, Clemmer was the
first pastor, but he died in two years
and was succeeded by Rev. A. B.
Shelly. During Mr. Shelly’s pas-
torate a chapel, which occupied the
site of the present church, was rented
and the property was purchased in

1868. Rev. A. E. Funk became pas-

‘tor in 1874 and served the congrega-

tion until 1882. In 1881 the present
church building was erected.

Bishop Grubb became the pastor
of the church in 1882. He found
it languishing and in debt, but by
energy and devoted work the debt
has been extinguished and the church
is prosperous and active. There are
500 pupils in the Sunday School, and
the usual church and young people’s
societies are flourishing. The church
building was remodeled and enlarged
in 1893. The mission at Sixth Street
and Indiana Avenue is an offshoot
of the church. (Public Ledger.)

Missionary P. H. Wedel
A Modest Memorial Tribute to Him
(conclusion)

Before returning to his empty rooms at home he climbed the Cameroon Hill of
several thousand feet and spent several days in the recuperating station of the
Basel Mission. There he could get European vegetables such as potatoes and others.
With the help of a guide he even climbed higher to an elevation of 5000 feet above
sea level. There the forest ends and the ta}l grass covers the earth. It was
like home there. There he could see flowers in abundance and plenty of bees. He
made the trip to the coast with the wife of an official, he on foot and she in a
hammock. It rained continuously during that eleven hour march. They were so ex-—
hausted when they returned that they did not quite know whether the whole trip was
worth the effort. Now he sadly faced his empty rooms although his work left little
time for depression. He knew his loved ones were in God's hand and his work was
a great comfort to him. His students lovingly depended upon him. He could see
real progress taking place in the eighteen stations that he was responsible for.
There were baptismal services somewhere in the area almost every Sunday. In the
middle of all this activity he was stricken with another attack of fever. It was
touching to see how his students hovered over him. They clung to their teacher
as only blacks can do. They showed great interest in the things he would tell them
about America and Europe. One evening, in particular, a lanky boy was listening
in spellbound fascination when the conversation centered around railroads and other
marvelous inventions. His mouth kept opening wider and wider and finally he said,
"And when a person dies there are some smart fellows standing ready to wake him up
again, right?" No, that is impossible, they told him. Then this black fellow
closed him mouth with a jerk and made a face such as Wedel had never seen before.
Now all the European cunning devices seemed useless if they had no more power over
death than the Africans had.

There were three deaths that were devastating for Wedel the last three years
of his life. 1In August of 1896 the brilliant teacher Christaller died very sudden-
ly even though everyone thought he was completely acclimated. He had just returned
from a vacation trip to Germany where he had left his wife. His textbooks are
widely used in all the schools in Cameroon. It sent a shock through his European
circles of friends when word came that the strongest of the strong had passed away.
Then in March of this year Missionary SUvern's wife died. She passed away quietly
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after a mere two-day illness. She was already in the grave when her husband returned
from a trip to the interior. It was a difficult task for Wedel to meet the husband

at the shore and tell him the shocking news. It was comforting to have Missionary
Enns and his wife arrive in January. However, they too were victims of the fever and
Enns especially was near death's door. He recovered quite well and started teaching
but by the end of June he had another attack and passed away. Wedel preached the fun-
eral sermon for his friend. It is understandable that these deeply emotional exper-
iences caused great weariness both mental and physical. Added to this were exhausting
professional demands: the supervision of 200 hundred students, the learning of the
Dualla language, trips to the interior, the palavers with the chiefs that lasted for
hours, and the building projects. The latter should actually be a matter of oversee-
ing but that is usually more strenuous than an assignment by oneself. The last tasks
for Wedel to perform in Cameroon were making preparations for a schoolhouse to be built.
The blacks worked under his leadership to carry the beams and the barrels up the banks
of the river — on their heads, of course. An official had ordered wheelbarrows but
the blacks simply carried it all on their heads as another piece of furniture and went
merrily on. We simply have to respect the Negroes' own national methods of doing things.
Wedel records a number of amusing incidents concerning their working together. When-
ever there was a burdensome load to be delivered they stood together for a long time
speaking words of encouragement to one another. Then when the load was successfully
delivered they sat down in the shade of the palms and rested. Then as soon as the
missionary appeared the entire group stormed down the embankment again most of them
lTanding on all fours or even on top of each other.

According to the direction of the committee, Wedel should make his trip home in
October. He was very fond of work but at the same time the longing to see his loved
ones persisted. The other missionary personnel were so well aware of his weakened
physical condition that by the end of July they were urging him to leave. He boarded
the steamer ''Lothar Bohlen' on July 25 and left for Hamburg. At first he felt fairly
well, but soon he had an attack of haemolytic malaria. He said, "If this does not
change soon I will have to die.'"" A black boy whom he was taking along, the ship doc-
tor, and a ICatholic monk took care of him. He was delirious the last few days. Later
on in Hamburg the black youth had nothing to report about his possible last state=-
ments. It must have been very difficult for him to realize he would forever be sepa-
rated from all his ambitions as well as from his loved ones. And yet —— his Lord and
Master must certainly have given him inner strength. The wedding text he remembered
so well must have literally come to pass, ''They saw no one save Jesus only.'" The
verse he had chosen to live by in 1897 was, 'Why art thou cast down, Oh my soul? And
Why art thou disquieted within me? Hope thou in God; for I shall yet praise him. Who
is the help of my countenance and my God.' ,How these words must have sustained him
when he took silent leave from his loved ones and postponed any reunion until they

would meet at the throne of God and the Lamb! The Catholic Brother Jacob was at his
bedside the last night here on earth. What Wedel believed so firmly was reiterated

by him on his deathbed, that in mission work the confessional barriers must be lTower-

ed —— they must be put as low as possible. On August 10 just as the sun was sending

its rays to the waves of the ocean, the Lord called his servant home. He entered death's
doors in his sleep. That night his body was lowered into the sea. His corpse was re-
ceived by the deep, billowing, rushing waters of the Atlantic right near the Azores.

A young life had ended according to human calculations, a life filled with hope.
“He was only in the first half of his thirty-third year of life. How easily God could
have permitted him to carry on his work! He must have been ready for the next world.
His main ambition in 1ife ever since he gave his heart to the Lord at age 18 was to
work in God's kingdom. He certainly did his share of this. Everyone who had ever
worked with him had the impression that he was endowed with exceptional talents and
that he used them to serve his Master faithfully. He was not a man of earthly means
for he died a poor man. However, his 1ife bears the signature of the followers of
Christ, "I have appointed you, that ye should go and bear fruit."
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Just how will those who died so young, the champions for Christ, like Steffens,
Enns, Wedel, grow from brightness to brightness? A simple farmer had his own idea
about this when he stood at the grave of a very promising and active young minister,
"There must be many vacancies up there right now and they have to be filled. That is
why our God calls his servant over there so young.' Well, we shall know more about
this type of thing after we too have landed safely on that heavenly shore. We need
to be concerned that we do not get caught in our own narrow personal gratification,
but rather, that we learn to live for the Lord so that we can also die in the Lord.
Perhaps that is why the poet mentions that a strong power calls to us from his grave.
How much greater is the power that comes from God when he calls to his disciples to
follow their Master? It is not in vain that they are our associates. They are to show
us that not only the lives of missionaries but those of all of us as Christians will
have as our life slogan: ''Our entire lives —— all for an eternal crown!"

A Visit in Upsala
By one of the Students in the Literature Class

During our short stay in Sweden we visited the old city of Upsala. We arrived
there on a lovely spring morning. After securing our night lodging we went on to see
the sights of the city.

Upsala lies in a lovely fruitful plain in the southeast part of Sweden. It has
a wealth of historical markers. It is famous for its well-known university that houses
the most famous library in Sweden which was founded in 1476.

We visited this library the day after we arrived in Sweden. The librarian was a
friendly, hospitable elderly man. He was glad to answer our questions because he could
see we were really interested in his treasures. We were especially interested in the
so-called '"'silver Kodex''. This old Gothic Bible with its silver print on purple parch-
ment really impressed us. We also admired the oldest monument of German literature.
Inevitably we began talking about the ancient Goths. Our friendly librarian spoke
tirelessly of them and their Bishop Ulfilas. Among other things he related:

"In prehistoric times the old Germanic tribes left their home in Asia and moved
to the West. Here the various tribes became the forerunners of the inhabitants of mod-
ern Germany, Norway, and Sweden. Then they spread out into western Russia and finally
to the part of Russia that stretches from the Dnjeper to the Rhine. O0f all Germanic
tribes the Goths were some of the most talented and the most educable people. Their
area lay north of the Danube. They readily accepted Christianity and became a bright
spot in the old Germanic history.

A violent persecution of the Gothic Christians broke out in 355, and many were
forced to flee from their homes. They fled across the Danube to the Roman area where
Emperor Constantine offered them protection and a place to live.

Bishop Ulfilas was the leader of this emigration. He came from a Christian fam-
ily that had been robbed by the Goths during a raid in Cappadocia in Asia Minor. He
learned the Gothic language since he grew up in that tribe. Not only that, but he ac-
cepted its ethnic habits and customs. Besides that, however, he had a Christian up-
bringing from his parents as well as a Greek education. He was ordained as a bishop
at age thirty and worked aggressively with the Goths, He translated the Bible into
the Gothic language in 370, and that is what we have here in the silver manuscript be-
fore us. Ulfilas died in 381 in Constantinople and has been highly honored by the
Goths who called him a second Moses.

In 375 during the migration of nations the Goths who Tived north of the Danube
were forced to move to the West. A large section of them, however, moved back south
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across the Danube. The Romans were hostile to them causing a revolt to break out that
developed into a war that was won by the Goths. The Roman Caesar Theodosius made a
peace pact with them and they were accepted as confederates in that kingdom.

Later there were more bloody battles until finally the East Goths found refuge in
Italy in the sixth century and the West Goths were destroyed by the Arabs in Spain in
the eighth century."

Thus ends the friendly librarian's report. It was getting late so we left the
library and went home. The next morning we left Upsala fully aware that we had learned
a great deal in this town by listening to the narration of the librarian.
