(Concluded.)

Now, a few words as to the best
age for college entrance. We can
not too forcibly express our deep con-
victions upon this subject.

We believe that, in general, the
earlier one receives college education
the better. The idea of postponing
higher education for maturer years is
far too popular and is a sad mistake.

The farmer who keeps his boy in
the field, stambling over the clods
while school is in session, to develop
him physically, and thus better pre-
pare him, as he thinks, for mental
strain later, may be robbing that boy
of his possibilities in life. Parents are
fearful of mental injury from over-
work, but never think of mental in-
jury from under-work ; the danger of
brain fossilization and languor from
inertness never enters their minds.
The longer study is deferred, the
greater is the danger of mental in-
jury from both under-work and over-
work. Upon leaving the High School,
the student is accustomed to study;
his brain is plastic and he finds little
difficulty in applying it to any sub-
ject. Indeed, the brain is then in
an jdeal condition for development.
But if it be not cultivated, each year
will find it less plastic and less ready
to grasp new ideas; so that, at this
age, especially, procrastination is a
thief not only of time, but of mental
plasticity and possibility.

The wise and well known aphor-
isms, ¢‘strike while the iron is hot,”’
“‘make hay while the sun shines,”

are figuratively applicable to the sub-
ject in hand. The training of the
mind is like the training of the gym-
nast ; it is natural and easy enough, if
done at the right time —in youth,
when nature co-operates with us. But
first let the stiffness of maturer
years set in and in either case it will
be found ‘‘hard to teach an old dog
new tricks.”” Youth is the transition
period of the brain from the plasti-
city of childhood to the greater fixed-
ness of maturer years. KEach year
then brings with it its own peculiar
mental conditions and possibilities,
It finds the brain singularly endowed
with certain powers and adapted to
the comprehension of certain things
which could never be learned so easily
again, Failure to embrace these op-
portunities as they pass, therefore,
entails an irreparable loss.

Most of our great men have gradu-
ated from college very early in life;
and largely to this fact is to be at-
tributed their success. They have
wasted no time in getting upon a high
plane and then choosing their profes-
sions. They have browsed hurriedly
over the wide scholastic field and have
then selected that part of it which
nature has preeminently qualified
them to cultivate. Thus, not only have
they acquired broad views and thor-
ough training before choosing their
professions, but they have done this
just when they could profit from it
most at the time, and besides have
had just so much more time before
them in which to make their lives tell.

To bring this subject right home
to us, let no one, who is looking to-
ward college education, first wear out
the best years of his life in teaching
in order to meet subsequent college
expenses, If one wishes to teach,let
him teach one year only, for trial and
experience. Then let him enter col-
lege at once even if he must borrow
every cent he expends, Why? First,
because, if there is anything in
him, he can make money about

twice as fast after graduating from
college, as he could before, and thus
save half the time; secondly, be-
cause, he thereby gets his equipment
so much earlier in life and has so
much more of life before him in
which to use it; thirdly, because, af-
ter teaching one year, each subse-
quent year of teaching puts him
deeper in the rut, lessens his mental
possibilities and hence lessens his
possibilities for success in life.—
But you may tell me that the
teacher gets a review and becomes
more thorough. So he does.. He may

‘become a perfect machine. But un-

fortunately, the machine can be ap-
plied to very few things, What he
wants to become is not a machine but
aman. He may cultivate his little
garden well; perhaps he may tear
every weed out by the roots, But
what of development and breadth of
view? These are what he most wants
and what he least gets. He purchases
thoroughness at the expense of nar-
nowness. His mental horizon is
marked by the very pailings around
the garden he cultivates. He wedges
himself deeper and deeper into
the pedagogue’'s rtut, At this
stage of life, thoroughness is
little excuse for teaching a single
year, The excuse for teaching is to
get the experience and thus ascertain
whether or not this is one’s proper
sphere. One year is a sufficient test.
Should one then decide to be a
teacher, let him enter college at once
and prepare himself for a higher po-
sition; and then, with his broader
view, in the light of higher education,
he may yet find that higher position
in some other, and still more con-
genial vocation.

Besides, reviewing is one of the
greatest obstructions to intellectual
progress. Our watchword should be
not backward, but forward. Review-
ing a book well studied once is like
threshing chaff. To be sure, we may
now and then find a grain of wheat;
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but what a waste of time and energy!
Intellectual progress comes only from
studying what we do not know—only
from grappling with new ideas, We
are not supposed to know everything
in a book by reading it once; but in
taking our first survey of the field, one
careful study of the book is enough.

We then have the essence of it
and this is all we need at the time.

The field of learning is too broad
for us thoroughly to cultivate it all.
We must confine ourselves to some
little part of it and leave the rest of
it for others.

What we want then, in the first
place, is to get a broad and compre-
hensive view of this field, as a whole ;
—a fair idea of the various subjects
it embraces—so that we can wisely
and intelligently choose the part we
should cultivate.

Permit me now to present some
statistics. Before doing so, however,
let me urge my hearers to bear in
mind that the relative number of
college men is exceedingly small—
that they form but a handful in com-
parison with others. You will then
be impressed with whata large part of
the front ranks this little band claims.

By referring to men as attaining
to ‘‘distinction,’’ we shall mean that
they are mentioned in standard Bio-
graphical Cyclopedias. Itis estimated
that while one man in ten thousand
attains to distinction, one college man
does so in every forty.

Only about five per cent. of our

physicians have been college-bred;
yet, forty-six per cent of all our phy-
sicians who have attained to distinc-
tion have been college graduates.
* Again, it is estimated that only
twenty per cent. of our lawyers have
had college training; yet half of
those who have attained to distinction
have been college men. Similar
statistics likewise apply to the miu-
isterial profession. These figures
show how the little band of college
men are crowding the front ranks in
professional life.

But we are told that college educa-
tion unfits men for business. Itis
currently believed, however, that,
sooner or later, about ninety-five per
cent. of all business men fail. It would
be strange indeed, then, if many col-

lege men did not fail with the rest;
yet they have shown themselves the
least likely to fail. Indeed, in busi-
ness, as elsewhere, they have taken
the ‘‘lion’s share of the spoils,”’

The whole number of graduates of
American colleges from the beginning
to the present is but about two hun-
dred thousand men. Among the mil-
lions in American history who have
entered business, seventeen per cenf,
of all who have been eminently suc-
cessful have been college graduates.
That is, this seventeen per cent. has
come, not simply from the two hun-
dred thousand, but from that part of
them which entered business.

Of the fifteen thousand men men-
fioned in Appleton’s Cyclopedia of
American Biography, over one-third
are college graduates. This work is
supposed to represent the most con-
spicuous fifteen thousand men in
American history. Of the fifty-six
signers of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence, twenty-eight were college
graduates; while of the sixty-one
commissioned to attend the Constitu-
tional Convention, thirty-one were
college graduates and ten more had
received a classical training. These
statistics are purposely scanty; but
we have presenled enough to estab-
lish the fact that the college man
“will make his life tell.””

We are living in an age of intel-
lectual requirements. Never before
in the history of the world has there
been such a demand for intelligent
citizens. Never before has the trained
man been so much at a premiom.
Other times have required greater
heroism and bravery; other times
have made greater demands of the
body ; but since the dawn of history
has no time made such a demand for
brains. Brains are demanded at the
plow; brains are demanded in the
workshop ; brains aredemanded at the
polls. Momentous problems confront
usforsolution—problems upon the na-
ture of whose solutions depends all
of our future history—problems upon
which the very nation is pivoted—
problems, political, social, econom-
ical, moral—problems, not for a class
nor a sect, put problems for all.
Never has there been such a vine-
yard to work in; never has there

been such a harvest to gather. But

“the trained men alone can hope to

be reapers; they alone can scale the
walls of the field and gather the
sheaves; they alone can successfully
grapple with these difficult problems.

In conclusion, to the young men
and women who are standing outside
of the college doors, deliberating
upon whether or not they should en-
ter, let me make a final entreaty.
Let them take the philosopher’s
scales and weigh this great question.
Let them do it deliberately and fairly.
Let them use all of the elements
which enter the problem. Let them
place on the one side, four years of
expense, four years of hard study,
four years of hard climbing. Let
them place on the other side, a sub-
sequent life with all the advantages
of that higher plane of intelligence
to which that climbing would bring
them ; let them place there the testi-
monials of college alumni; and lastly,
let them also place there, their duty
to themselves, their duty to country,
their duty to God. Then, let them
unclamp the balance; and as this
side drops as if unretarded, let them
answer the question: ‘‘does College
Education pay?”

Also, to those who have decided
this question in favor of college edu-
cation and hence in favor of them-
selves, I would make in conclusion
one single appeal. Stand fast in your
faith in higher education. Do not
sell your birth-right to it for dollars
and cents. But climb onward and
upward till you reach the top of that
foothill of which we have spoken,
and then your services will be in de-
mand. And may you remember that
of him who has received much, much
is expected. May you shoulder the
full responsibility which college edu-
cation will impose upon you. The
world will be watching you and
will expect you, and will have a
right to expect you, to be leaders.
Whatever vocation you may subse-
quently choose, remember that your
equipment will demand you to be ad-
vance guards in the great onward
march of civilization [and progress.
Do not shirk your high duties, but
push o the front, and your life’s work
will indeed be crowned with success.

Editorial Notes
By the time these notes get into the hands of our readers there will be no way to
get in contact with Professor Wedel and his travel companion H. Dallke. No letter or
telegram would reach them, for they are on the ocean between New York and Amsterdam.
May God be with you on this trip!

Friday evening, May 20, 1898, proved to be a most disturbing evening just when
the English Literary Club members were enjoying their closing program. Window panes
rattled; doors banged; the storm roared relentlessly. Many visitors dashed through
the door and hurried home only to be caught in the midst of hail, rain, and wind. They
fared worse than those who waited in the college building until the storm, or cyclone,
subsided, and the stars shone again.

) May 23 turned out to be much lovelier than May 20. The music department gave its
closing program that night in the Literary Hall of the College. The audience included
Newton people and guests from the surrounding areas of Halstead, and Moundridge, and
others. Everything turned out very well.

This issue of the Journal includes the final chapter of Prof. Wedel's contribu-
tions from his travel folder. However, he is on an extended trip again at this time,

and we hope he will return home with a full folder again which he can share with the
readers.

A1l members of the College Corporation should take note of the announcement in
this issue of the Journal. This includes important changes and additions to the chart-

er and to the by-laws of the corporation. Please give these items your thoughtful con-
sideration.

A Presentation of the Changes of the
Charter and the Laws of the Bethel College Corporation
A. The Charter
In order to bring about any change in the charter it is necessary to call for a
vote of the members of the College Corporation. This will take place at the next an-
nual meeting. A two-thirds majority is needed to bring about a change. The following
presentation is published in plenty of time so all members of the corporation can be-
come familiar with it. All members should do this and cast their votes while attend-
ing the meeting or else vote by fending in their ballots.

I - Article 7 of the charter begins with the following decision, '"That the annual meet-
ing of the corporation shall be held on the first Tuesday after the second Monday of
June in each year, etc."

It has been suggested that this change be made: ''"That the annual meeting of the
corporation shall be held at such time and at such place as the by-laws of the corpora-
tion may require etc.'

The month of May has been found to be inconvenient for the annual meeting because
that is before the records of that school year are available. The shifting of this

regulation from the charter to the by-laws would simplify the changing of the date to
a more convenient time.

II - Article 7 b of the charter reads, ''Individuals entitled to one or more votes as
specified in the foregoing paragraph many exercise their right of voting individually
during their lifetime and may dispose of such right by testament or will, bequeathing
their right to vote either to some other individual member, congregation, or Conference
of North America, provided however, that if after the death of an original donor toward
the endowment fund of said Bethel College it will be found that the deceased has made
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no disposition of his right of voting by last will or testament, then and in such case
the General Conference of the Mennonite Church of North America shall be deemed the
legal successor and inheritor of all rights and privileges of the deceased connected
with the endowment fund of said Bethel College.

This change is recommended for the following two reasons:

1. Many members of the College Corporation have not taken advantage of the condi-
tions mentioned in point 7 concerning the General Conference. Therefore they think it
is not right that just because of their negligence in making a will their children and
their heirs will lose their right to vote in the Bethel College Corporation. They feel
that the children and their heris should be first in line and then the conference. The
rights that one hands to the conference should be given willingly from each individual
and not lost due to forgetfullness, neglect, or oversight of making a special last will
and testament settlements.

2. The General Conference so far has declined to make use of any rights that have
come to it through Bethel College. Many members of the Bethel College Corporation feel
we should not crowd out the conference in any way even if they think it is not desirable
or in demand. Theoretically the original writers of the charter meant well when they
wrote this paragraph, but now it is not practical. The second decision, likewise, should
be changed since it too is impractical by now.

II1 - Article 7, 1 says:

Each voter may distribute his votes among the whole or less number of directors to
be elected or concentrate hem upon one candidate as he may think fit and a plurality
shall elect, provided that no one person shall hold or use the proxies of more than ten
individual voters, nor of more than three congregations, nor of more than one conference.

It has been suggested to have this paragraph read as follows: '"Each voter shall
cast the ame number of votes for each and every one of the number of directors to be
elected, and a plurality shall elect, provided, that no one person shall hold or use the
proxies of more than twenty-five individual voters, nor of more than three congregations,
nor of more than of one conference."

IV - Article 8 c says: 'Persons, congregations, or conferences donating each and sep-
arately less than three hundred dollars toward the endowment fund may unite with donors
of the same category for the purpose of securing collectively one or more scholarships
according to the amount they have collectively donated toward the endowment fund on the
basis set forth in the preceding paragraphs.'

It has been suggested that this paragraph should read: ''" Persons, congregations,
or conference having donated heretofore or donating hereafter, separately or collectively,
one hundred dollars or more to either the Endowment, Building, or any other fund of Beth-
el College, shall be entitled to one vote permanently, and to one scholarship for three
years for every one hundred dollars thus donated, provided always, that such donation
must have been paid in cash, before the scholarship therefore granted can be made use
of."

This paragraph will eliminate the difficulty we have now for some school privileges,
or clubs, that exist because the privileges of one member has who has paid in bare cash
but cannot make use of it if another member of the same club has failed to pay in. After
the above paragraph has been incorporated into the charter, the existing clubs whose
school benefits were not free to be used because of outstanding interest can now be used.
As soon as the sum of $100 has been paid in or will be paid in each member has the priv-
ilege of attending school three years. He can use it as he pleases without taking any
other member of the organization into consideration. In order to achieve this personal
independence many members want to make the suggested change.

B. Laws or By-Laws
By-laws can be accepted by the board of directors or for some reason a member of
the corporation brings up a change at the annual meeting it can be taken into considera-
tion and voted on by the corporation. This brings about the awareness for a change and
will be brought up at the next meeting of the board of directors.
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I - Section C, Article 1, point 1 reads: The Board of Directors of Bethel College shall
hold regular quarterly business meetings. These shall be scheduled for the first Monday
after the second Sunday in March, June, September, and December of each year.

The following change has been suggested: The Board of Directors shall hold four
regular business meetings during each school year to be scheduled as follows: one meet-
ing on the day after the opening of school and one in connection with the close of the
three school terms as they are shown in the catalog.

II - Section C, Article 3, point 1 reads: A majority of representative voters is re-
quired to pass a resolution in the annual meeting. This includes a majority of all reg-
istered voters precent or by their authentic substitutes.

The following change in this way of making the by-laws and laws have been brought
up by a valid vote to discuss, improve and amend them. It is urgently requested that
the members of the Bethel College Corporation express themselves freely and give their
views to the Board of Directors as soon as it is convenient. Other suggestions for
changes are also welcome and it is hoped these can be made public before the next an-
nual meeting. This way a valid vote can be taken on these changes.

From the Travel Folder

The next morning in Eisenach I was reminded of the many historical events that
had taken place here. The most interesting concerned the Wartburg which came into
view as soon as we were out in the open. It made its appearance suddenly like a huge
phantom out of the tree covered mountains outside of town. It overlooks the entire
countryside. At first we just drove around through the hills for several hours admir-
ing the so-called Dragon Gorge. This is narrow, and a corpulent pedestrian may well
ask himself if he can make it through. Vertical walls of rock jut out of both sides
of the footpath. The heavy forest prevents any light from penetrating the area so it
was impossible to See the bottom of the gorge. This causes an eerie feeling of false
twilight. It is not hard to understand how all sorts of supernatural stories can be
derived from these eerie conditions of the rustling forest up above and the whirling
waters down below. German folklore includes so many superstitions. concerning the pos-
sible ghosts and goblins that inhabit these out-of-the-way places. One of our group
related incidents that he remembered from the fairy tales of his childhood.

The Wartburg held special interest for me. The horses pulled hard to get up the
incline. Before we reached the gate the driver stopped and said laconically, 'Here
even the Kaiser has to get out!'' We did get out and started climbing up like mountain
goat hunters until we arrived at the gate. We caught deep breaths and looked around.
There was that fa ous fortress with its high towers and :=lender fortress walls. The
thick forest was at our feet now and down below stretched the peaceful valley that held
the lovely Eisenach where Luther attended school as a choir boy. That is where he stood
by the gates and sang and also experienced the kindnesses of Mrs. Cotta. This reminded
me also of the friendly Fritz Reuter Villa where he spent his later years. Soon we
were in the castle yard and fell in line behind the guide who showed us the actual
castle chambers. They were really old-fashioned. There was the castle chapel in which
Luther has preached; there was the hall of knights with its interesting paintings that
portray the legendary strife of the minnesingers of 1207. Here was the famous Luther
room with the desk at which he worked and the bedstead in which he slept. Everything
was in true character -- solid and uncomfortable. The guide rattled off the historical
connections. If we would only have had time to sit down and reflect on some of these
facts the impressions would have gone much deeper. After all, we had seen the Wartburg
and were thankful for the opportunity, especially since there will be occasions to re-
call this experience later on in teaching history. Things like this are easier to ex-

plain after a person has seen them. The Wartburg was the eighth castle that I had seen
on this trip.

What a privilege for
me to hear that man now! The worship services began at 8 o'clock; the church was filled
to capacity. The singing was good. Next to me sat an officer with a sabre at his side.
He sang lustily and obviously enjoyed it. Pastor Schneller preached on the subject of
suffering in connection with the fourfold confession: 'I must, I can, I want to, I may
suffer.'" His text was Hebrews 12 1-11. At the close of the service I hurried to hear
the cathedral choir sing. The mighty organ was pealing forth its tones in full harmony
through that enormous sanctuary. Soon the choir joined in with its deep harmony singing
the melodies from the Middle Ages. I listened attentively, but it was hard to feel at
home in this highly arched sanctuary. The extremely ceremonial mass was very tiring.
There are but few pews so we had to stand or kneel down. Many objected to the latter,
especially the women, obviously staunch Protestants. They bowed so low, however, that
it was almost comical to see them with those who were kneeling. I cannot say that the
service was a personal fulfillment at all. The procession of the priest with the altar
boys who were swinging their censers reminded me forcefully of the Roman myths with
their incense dispensers. There was no mention of the gospel. We feasted our eyes on
the sacredness of the sanctuary and on the lovely artwork of the stained glass windows.
Those are really works of art. Finally, a person really has to be thankful to God for

having lTearned the simple Protestant preaching of the gospel and having felt that peace
of mind it brings with it.

At noon I went walking on the street and came across a large Catholic Church with
several inscriptions on the door. I went closer and read, to him who prays to the holy
Joseph so many times a month the pope will give so and so many allowances. It actually
caused a sadness in my heart. Poor Cologne! Why wasn't Hermann v. Wied able to swing
the Reformation through your walls! Menno Simons lived here for a while after 1546 —-
where? That is stated in his chronicles.

I went to Bremen from Cologne via MUnster in Westphalia. I could have stopped
here to see this unique town. Later I was sorry I did not take more time here. From
Bremen I took a ship and after a safe journey we landed in New York on September 2 --
the same day we came here on the Teutonia 22 years ago. After several days of monotony
on the train I was a pilgrim back to my own home. I surprised my loved ones. It took
but a moment for my little ones to explode the question, ''Papa, did you bring us some-
thing?'" Being together soon erased all traces of having been apart.

With this my notes shall close. They really are not in any kind of style. I
threw them together rather hastily. They are neither witty nor clever —- but they are
long. I will not be offended if I hear, ''Say no more, Urian!" If these reports reach
some of those who in one way or another made my trip possible, may they serve to express
a hearty thank you. A trip like this is not only like a ray of sunshine representing
godly benevolence, but it also serves to refresh the mind and to rejuvenate the soul. I
was shown so much friendliness and so many favors by both the people whom I knew and by
total strangers. It all adds to my life story. It will remain in my memory forever.
