The concert at Bethel College on
Saturday afternoon, March 31, was
well attended and this was certainly
a compliment to those who took part
in the first concert given so short a
time ago.

The first part of the program was
opened by a piano duet by Miss Em-
ma Goerz and Prof, Welty, next came
«The Erl King,” by Mr. Epp, and
then the Bach-Gounod Ave Marie
with organ and piano played by Miss
Spangler and Prof. Welty.

While these numbers were well re
ceived, the chief interest of the ecca-
sion was in the oratorio of the «“Crea-
tion’” given in the second part of the
program. The solo work by Miss El-
ma Ruth and Mr. Epp was deserving
of all praise; the purityandsweetness
of the soprano voice and the smooth,
true tones of the bass voice were a
delight to hear,

The chorus acquitted itself nobly;
“The Lord is Great’ and ¢“Achieved
is the Glorious Woerk’ were particu-
larly well rendered.

It would be an injustice to these
young singers to judge them froin the
same basis as that of artists or of
older singers long trained in oratorio
work; but we are glad Prof. Welty

has the wisdom to let Ld his cl(w;s of |
singers to the study of the highest |
and best in vocal music. Their ren-
dition of the -Creation” after so
short a period of study will be an
incentive to him and to them to keep |
up the same high standard of endea-
vor. We have too much of two-step
and rag-time music and too little of
the Sonata and the Oratorio,

As in the first concert the assisting
soloists were Messrs Leon Felgar, D.
R. Krehbiel, and Thomas Powell.
These gentlemen gave great pleasure
to their many friends and were a mater-
ial aid to the afternoon’s performance,

At the close of the Oratorio the
Bethel College Band gave two sacred
selections, The first, “Nearer my
God to Thee,” was played and then
sang by the members of the Band.
This singing was very impressive; its
signification seemed to be that what-
ever instrument was employed——the
God given voice, the churchly organ,
the brilliant piano, the bolder brasses
—under all, over all and through all,
their Heavenly Father was the ac-
knowledged source of inspiration and
of help in their young lives.

Newton has reason to congratulate
herself upon the possession of Bethel
College and to look forward to its
future annual concerts with the anti-
cipation of hearing worthy music
rendered in a worthy manner.

Work Under Difficulties.
(Oration delivered before Belles Lettres
Society by Mr. D. Harder.)

The philosopher Kaut remarks
that a dove inasmuch as the only
obstacle it has to overcome is the
resistance of the air, might suppose,
that if only the air were out of the
way it could fly with greatest rapidity
and ease.  Yet if the air were with-
drawn, and the bird were to try to

fly in a vacum it would fall instantly

to the 'rlouud urmble to ﬂv at all.
The very element that offers the diffi-
culty to flying is at the same time
the condition of any flight whatever.

The chief difficulty what a locomo-
tive has to overcome in moving a
train is friction; yet if there were no
friction the locomotive could not
move the train a single inch.  The
resistance of the water against the
prow is the chief difliculty that the
steamship has to overcome, yet if it
were not for the same resistance of
the water against the blades of the
propeller, the ship could not move at
all,

The same law that our difficulties
are the conditions of our success,
holds true in human life. A life
freed from all difficulties would be a
life shorn of all its possibilities of
power. Mind like matter is plenti-
fully endowed with enertia.

Powers not called info aclive exer-
cise lie dormant. And powers suf-
fered long to lie dormant die. Diffi-
culty is a spur that makes us up and
compels us to exert our powers. And
the exertion gives us new power, and
so out of our difficulties is born our
strength, The child of luxury whose
wants are gratified, whose Iaults are
overlooked, whose whims are indul-
ged as fast as they can arise, has no
occasion to develop self-control, self-
reliance, self-support. = Hence he
grows up without them, and when the
time of trial comes he is found heart-
less, helpless, hopeless in the face
of conditions which the sons of po-

verty and toil master with perfect

ease. Bven the severest physical
defects have their compensations.
There is no misfortune which a reso-
lute will may not turn into an advan-
tage.

A closer acquaintance with the
inner life of man of great achieve-
ment seldom fails to reveal the pre-
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gence of some early privation, some
bodily infirmity, some bitter disap-
pointment which has served asa
secret incentive to their endeavors.
As examples I will cite two men who
have achieved astonishing results in

_ spite of the greatest difficulties.

I will first mention our great his-
torian William H. Prescott. In ear-
lier days the order at college dinning
tables was not perfect; and frequent-
ly a biscuit battle followed a meal.
In his Junior year as Prescott was
passing out of the hall after dinner,
he turued his head quickly to see
what the disturbance was and was
hit in the open eye by a large hard
piece of bread, which destroyed the
sight of the eye.

On his return to college after the
resulting illness, he now determined
to acquire a more respectable rank in
his class than he had earlier deemed
worth the trouble.

A year and a half later the ot.herv

eye became inflamed. He had to leave
school when his course was only half
finished. For weeks at a time he
was compelled to remain 1n a room
80 dark that he could not sce the
furniture; and here he walked from
corner to corner in his pain and dis-
tress. At the age of twenty-five he
found himself with greatly impaired
eyesigt and with no accurate know-
ledge of the modern languages.

Yet he chose as his life work his-
tory, which more than any other line
of literary work requires eyesight;
and a branch of history which requi-
red the constant nse of the languages
of Southern Europe. He at once set
about  the training of his memory;
and persisted until he could prepare,
work over, revise, correct and retain
in his memory the equivalent of sixty
pages of printed matter which he
then would dictate to his amanen-
sis. In the face of these difficulties
he produced the history of Ferdinand
and Isabella, the Conquest of Mexi-
co, and the Conquest of Peru.

And later, when he could use his
one remaining eye only one hour a
day and that divided into portions at
wide intervals he prepared his history

of Philip 1I.

He i= indeed one who has achieved
much although working under diffi-
culties. As such a one he can stand
ag an example for us to be followed
when greater or lesser perplexities
tend to throw us into dispair of suc-
cess.

Aunother man who although work-
ing under almost unsurmountable
difficulties, has accomplished a
marvellous deed is Cyrus W. Field.
He determined to connect the old
world and the new by telegraph.
People laughed at him, called him
visionary, a fool and a fit subject for
a lunatic asylum. These sneers and
jeers did not drive him from . the
straight line of duty. His house
went down in a commercial crisis,
but he had a heart that never failed,
a capital stock of hope and courage
that carried him safely through all
his tumult of opposition,

The reverses of fortune, the en-
treaties of friends the opposition of
enemies, the ridicule of conceited
wiseacres, the untoward events of the

enterprise, the backing out of di- |

rectors, the resistance of the winds
and waves, did not dishearten him.

He crossed the ocean, formed a
company, raises a fund, obtains the
assistance of two nations, and links
the conticents after failing twice.
But after a short time of successful
operation, the cable is found to be
giving out.

Mr, Field is not dismayed by the
third failure. = He continues the ex-
periment during the time of war.
He makes fifty voyages across the
Atlantic and finally secured enough
capital to make and lay another
cable. It was laid in the summer of
1865, The steamer sailed from Ire-
land, and had paid out moere than
1200 miles when the cable again
broke, Dces he give up under these
difficulties? No, he tries again in the
next summer for the fifth time and
permanent success was now achieved.

He worked a miracle, and the gen-
erations of men will honor his memo-
ry through all future time and
rehearse his works,

Xerxes of old attempted to chaim
the waves and failed. Our Cyrus
with a chain of lightning made the
ocean do his bidding und reduced its
width to conversation distance,

History enumerates hundreds who-
won their goal of life in spite of
great difficulties, ~ Many there are
besides these who have nobly toiled
under difficulties and achieved glo-
rious results for mankind whose
names are unheard, forgotten, buried.
We need not despair if we are work-

ing under difficulties and are not ap--

preciated in the eyes of mankind.
There is a Father in heaven who will
reward every just deed. The way
of life is a way of difficulty; and
every man of success must bear un-
flinching witness to the toils and
hardships of his vocation. Even in
the light of happiness and privilege
of the days in which we live, there is-
no royal road to the attainments of

noble ends. But effort, patience, .

skill and courage are still the essen-
tial factors of a successful career.

After two weeks of diligent toil

by students at Bethel, the sun on the -

morning of April 6 looked down up-
on 150 wounds made in mother earth.

The places chosen this year for the
trees are north of Bethel College
park, really a continuation of that
park, and the space north of the Main
Building.

To proceed to planting without
any formalities was not the students’
wish in the least, so a committee
presented the follewing program
which should be rendered at the en-
trance of the college at 8 A. M.:

The Benefits and the Dangers of Church High Schools

The following article applies to us Mennonites and is worthy of our
consideration. It speaks of the duties of a church organization to go

against its own schools. It was written by a school friend and was printed
in the "College Star".

Our church is a church of providence and that is what our educational
establishments are.

1. what our God, together with good people, has founded should be
productive and beneficial. A nation, or a religious denomination, will
fall without the provisions for higher leaming because education is power.
Our schools are not only guiding stars but they are strongholds from which
the coming leaders of both church and state will emerge. The church schools
are especially effective in influencing our congregations throuchout the
country in providing leadership through those who received a thorough edu-
cation by attending these schools. As long as our young people attend these
schools we do not need to worry about the future welfare of our German
churches. Many are led to God there, thanks to those who maintain a Christ-
ian discipline there, and who lead a godly life and exert a good influence
upon others.

2. Some things that are beneficial and successful may also be a
scource of risks. If those instructors are not the right men, the damage
can soon be evident. They should not only be capable of handling their
courses but should above all be Bible reading Christians and active mem-
bers of their church. The president in particular must be a powerful
Christian who has a thorough knowledge of human nature and the ability to
make judgments. If the professors are not the right men for this, the in-
fluence they have upon the students will be harmful because students accept
many viewpoints and ideals from their professors. These will remain with
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them the rest of their lives. Another danger is that some students may
leave the school long before their training is completed. These empty
headed citizens will then be the loudest when it comes to making important
decisions. They are no asset to their schools. Likewise, the student who
educates his head and not his heart does not take full advantage of his at-
tendance in school. Head and heart belong together and should both be
alerted to constant improvement. Another danger lies in the power a school
has. The power that is administered properly is very good, otherwise it

is merely a whip. For some time now the large English schools have been
gsetting the pace - whether that is good or not remains questionable. Our
German schools run at a much slower pace in this respect. A fourth danger
lies in disunion and this often affects the church. "Whoever attends that
school cannot serve in certain churches", is what we often hear. This
should not be. There should be no ups and downs as far as judging areas

is concerned. The conference should establish some guidelines and then
make certain demands: 1. All ministerial students can obtain their basic
courses in our schools. 2. Theology should be taught in only one of our
schools. That should end partiality to certain conferences. 3. We owe a
loyalty to our schools just as we owe loyalty to the United States as its
citizens. Our schools are blessings and those blessings should be apprec-
iated. Indeed, they cost money, but who would not be willing to do his
share of sacrificing? Great things have been accomplished as a result of
these sacrifices - greater things can come in the future. One of our great
privileges is to send our children to our own schools. No state school,

no other denominational school can teke the place of our own institutions.
They are the ones who train our young people in the spirit of our church
and of our God. There they learn not only about justice, rebirth, spirit-
uality, etc. but they often experience those things themselves. There they
are introduced to our church's history; there they learn the true spirit
of the pillars of our faith. Therefore, let us be willing to give and give
abundantly. The main duty of those members who are opposed to our schools
is to pray for them, both for the instructors and for the students. Let
us all pray that the educational establishments may be all they should be -
a center of spiritual, intellectual and physical development.

FRCOM THE SEVEN ILAST WORDS OF CHRIST ON THE CROSS
The Second Word: Luke 23:39-43
(Read at the Bethel College Christian
Endeavor Program)

Probably all of us have invited the spirit of our suffering Lord dur-
ing this Passion Week. Then we find such encouragement in the words of our
suffering Lord, "All this I have done for you, what have you done for me?"
It is sad indeed that one does not do more for the dear Ioxd. The vpicture
of Him hanging on the cross is so gripping. It shows how He is treated
like a criminal. His enemies are ridiculing Him. Next to Him hangs the
malefactor who also ridicules Him and says, "Art not thou the Christ?

Save thyself and us." Even the sight of death itself does not soften a
hardened heart. His fellow sinner rebukes him and says, "Dost thou not
even fear God seeing thou art in the same condemmation? 2And we indeed
justly, for we receive the due reward of our deeds, but this man hath done
nothing amiss.”" The punishment for the sins of others is difficult but it
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is a spiritual duty. The words of that mocking criminal on the cross was
the result of lighthearted ignoring of God, and the lack of the fear of God.
How different were the reactions of those two sinners who were approaching
eternity! The malefactor on the right side now recognizes the vast differ-
ence that has always existed between the ILord and his fellow sufferer. Jesus
has never done any wrong. There He was in the midst of all the shouting of
insults and not a single voice was raised in his defense - the one who was
hanging on the cross was innocent! It was a repentant murderer who spoke up
for the Lord Jesus and declared him to be without sin. Then he started to
speak, not about Jesus but to Him. In that hour Jesus was forsaken by the
whole world, and his enemies were rejoicing at his defeat. Indeed the one
criminal reviled Him even when he oould barely speak amid his own pain.

Then at that very moment the other malefactor declared Christ to be blame=
less and pleaded for mercy not to be released from the pain he was enduring
but from the sins that he had committed. He was repenting and pleading for
salvation in eternity. This one example is proof evenough that it is pos-
sible to find salvation even at the point of death. At the same time it is
a warning that no one should depend upon a last minute conversion. It is
possible but it is very rare. When it happens it happens to those who have
not stubbornly resisted the grace of God. No person is standing by the cross
who has not repented of his sin - but this malefactor is repenting. No one
is scolding the other for all the mockery and scorn that is being hurled at
Christ - only the malefactor is deriding his fellow sinner. No one is friend-
ly to the Iord but this man approaches Him prayerfully. Others saw one who
is low in esteem, he saw a king who shall live forever in spite of his ob-
vious dying. He will return in glory and will be sharing his love and com-
passion with others. What a light, what a perception, what faith and hope
was expressed by this malefactor! He is sure now that his soul will never
be lost, that it has a future and it must be prayed for. This malefactor

is no longer a lost soul, but one who has been saved. He dared to interrupt
the mocking crowd and say, "Lord, remember me when thou comest in thy king-
dom." He does not ask for relief from his suffering on the cross; all he
asks is that the ILord be merciful and let him enter the kingdom. In John
6:37 Jesus says, "Him that cometh to me I will in no wise cast out". He
said to the malefactor, "Verity I say unto thee, Today shalt thou be with
me in paradise." We can only imagine what this must have meant for that suf-
fering man.

Christ remained silent toward all voices of slander, but He would never
ignore a man who prayed. He pramised him the very best he had ever longed
for - even paradise and that this very day. Then he knew he would die that
day instead of lingering there on the cross for several days, languishing
slowly until death would finally come. Indeed, here we see that God does not
ignore a fervent prayer. Even criminals can be saved if they repent before
breathing their last breath and depend upon the grace of Jesus Christ. Now
anyone who depends upon a last minute conversion is a fool. If he ignores
the Iord and lives a godless life, he is like the man who goes out on the
ocean, chops up his ship of life and depends upon his life belt to swim to
his eternal home. A person who plans to do this should think of the other
malefactor. He had the presence of the Lord Jesus with him when he was fac-
ing death but he still did not repent. He kept right on with his mockery
until he landed in hell. To be sure, everyone will be either with Christ or
with the devil as soon as he dies, and who on earth wants to be anywhere else
than with Jesus.
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May our daily prayer be that of the malefactor, "Lord, remerber me."
Iet us take a lesson from the other malefactor and realize that there comes
a time when it is too late. May we never get to that point - that is my
wish and my praver. Maria

STUDENT LIFE IN GERMANY
Address given by Rev. G. J. Kolb
(Fram the "College Star")
(Upon Departure)

Americans often have strange ideas about the German students. They
consider them to be ruffians, drinkers, etc. and they think of them as dull
companions. The Germans, on the other hand, look upon the American student
as somewhat of a half-wit - sameone who lacks system and order in all areas.
The truth is, both could learn from each other.

In German schools the sexes are separated due to financial circumstances.

The state comes up with finances there while here the expenses and the social
considerations force themselves to come to an agreement.

The German nation has a wonderful school system. Besides the large num—
ber of public schools and secondary schools there are also 132 secondary
scientific schools, 430 grammar schools, 200 teacher preparatory schools, and
21 universities. The latter have enrollments from 1 to 2000. In order to
graduate from grammar school a person has to attend nine years. There is no
exception to this rule, no matter how brilliant a child is. The curriculum
is the same for all - no one has any choice of courses - everyone enrolls in
the same prescribed plan. Once a student has enrolled nothing can force him
to change - only he himself can quit the class on account of illness or dis-—
missal. Either of those, however, would play havoc with his future. The
set curriculum is about like the following:

There is consideration given in this curriculum for the respect of pro-

fessors. Overburdering them as we do here, especially in our German colleges,

is not being done. Every teacher has time to demand the best efforts from
his students orally or else demand it in writing and leave it for posterity.
A student is not considered capable of judging the abilities of a teacher,
nor can he challenge the practicality of a course. The student "is forced"
and that is it. There is no opposition against the status quo, against the
ancient languages etc.
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School starts at 7 a.m. in the summer, at 8 a.m. in winter. The direc-
tor leads a daily short dewvotional service in the auditorium at the beginning

of each week. The Lord's Prayer is spcken daily at the beginning of the first
class.

The discipline is very strict. This is so that every youth will turn
to be a strong disciplined man. There are four types of punishment: 1.con-
finement to quarters for lack of punctuality or for laughing in class. 2.
Being locked in for drunkenness, failing to greet the teacher etc. The room
that serves this purpose is usually dark and has very little furniture. The
walls are covered with quotations from old or young classics and all sorts
of other boring writers. 3. Dismissal for being disrespectful or lacking the
ability to study. This is proven by three types of tests. Anyone who is
dismissed will not be accepted in another school - eventually his career is
simply ruined. A fourth punishment is physical administered by the profes-—
sor according to his own discretion. In spite of all this discipline the
students in Germany also have many joys. There are many entertainments pro-
viced for them in the winter. In the summer they are allowed a six weeks
vacation so they can enjoy climbing expeditions and other outdoor activities.
Added to this time are a week at Easter and a week at Christmas. They enjoy
intimate friendships - many high ideals are taught to these young men. The
last war awakened a new spirit in this nation - a glowing patriotism has de-
veloped in the hearts of the studying youth. Iater some of those became out-
standing heroes in their fatherland. The students have not only patriotic
ideals but also religious ones. They are glad to give their outstretched
hands to the poor and to visit the unfortunate, to feed the hungry, and to
hand out leaflet sermons. As a whole these people are living a life of
practical Christianity.

The "Moltke" in New Orleans

As is well known, the German Training Ship, "™oltke" lay in the harbor
of New Orleans for some time. This is the place that is used for the induc-
tion of naval cadets and to acquaint them with the practical side of their
occupation. They will then be the pride and joy of the German marines.
There is a gratifying sincerity among the various nationalities of people
who greet those Germans. This is proof of the good relationship that exists
between the United States and Germany. For instance, we read that the two
largest clubs of New Orleans had invited all the officers and cadets on the
Tioltke" individually to visit their clubs. This gesture of love has never
been shown to any other training ship personnel before. This visit has
caused great joy among the "Moltke" inhabitants and especially for the Ger-
man people living in New Orleans. Now they could get together with some
people of their former homeland and really make their stay a pleasant one.
On Sunday the officers and other personnel of the ship attended the church
services in the German Protestant Church led by Pastor Heinz. The marine
pastor Klein from Moltke also preached. On Sunday afternoon all the German
ex—-servicemen visited that ship and they were treated royally.

The following Friday evening the New Orleans Germans arranged an elab-
orate banquet in the Cosmopolitan Hotel in honor of their German guests.
The commander-in-chief of the "Moltke", that Captain of the Sea Schroeder,
took this opportunity to give a formal wel}l worded toast to the President
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of the United States. The New Orleans newspaper writes as follows:

"There are some very worthwhile statements in the captain's address that
we would like to quote here. Unfortunately we are limited to just a few.
The Captain said to a captivated audience, 'Gentlemen, I have been asked to
share with you that our Kaiser, His Majesty Wilhelm IT, is resolved to main-—
tain the good relationship that exists between German and America under all
circumstances. The difficulties that have been experienced in negotiating
this stance all happened in the mechanics of speculation. The actual poli-
tics of both countries had nothing to do with those circumstanced!' The
captain made the deepest impression with the part of his speech that refer-
red to the German Americans. He insisted they teach their children the Ger-
man language. Whenever a warship would enter these waters it would be a
joy for the people on it to be greeted by children speaking in the German
language. He added that the Germans in America who possessed the character—
istics of strength in citizenship had been influenced in this direction by
their German upbringing."

Hopefully the Germans in New Orleans - and the Germans in other states
as well - will get it into their thick heads that it is most impressive for
a German captain to be greeted in this country in his own language. He will
forever respect the fact that he found large numbers of people in that town
who kept up the German. He will be impressed. However, when he enters their
haves and finds the young people incapable of understanding the German he
will be disappointed.
