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The Value of Accuracy.

Accuracy is truth obtained through
x:areful‘ness, the state of being
accurate, this condition arising from
exactness, and thorough training.

To be able to ohtain eorrect re-
salts is one of the most important
acquirements spiritually, the most
necessary commercially, and the
most desirable socially,--important
spiritually, because to be accurate is
to be truthful and honest. It means
a growing soul, and God loves and
demands accuracy,—necessary com-
mercially on account of its money
value, It is the currency of success.
Where it circulates business flour-
ishes, without it failure is suare to
come,—desirable socially, for the
reason that society is burdened
almost to death with everything
exeept, truth, simplicity, sincerety
and tranquility. .

We are in an endless procession,
crossing a very uncertain stream, the
stream of life, but it will be easily
and safely crossed,, if we follow the
directions of the Good Master. If
we do not follow them accurately we
will drift down, down until we are
carried over the falls of uncertainty,
into inaccurate, forgotten eternity.

How very important it is then,
that we guard our every thought and
action, and learn to do everything
just as it ought to be done. Es-

pecially is this true of what we call | order of procedure. How could

little . things, for we are so aptto
overlook the value of them. Yet
they are not sv small, as it is largely
through the performance of them
that an ideal character is formed.
No nobler, sweeter trait of character
can be acquired than that obtained
through' acecurate performance of
little things.

The business world is crying aloud
for people who can do things and do
them accurately, “What can you
do? Can you get accurate results
and get them quickly?”” are the
interrogations that meet the aspirant
to the commercial fields.

Good busginess opportunities in all
vocations of life go a begging be-
eause those to whom they are offered
have not the ability and business
qualifications:that the times demand.
Business men of all kinds and
classes are looking and hunting
everywhere for competent business
managers, confidential clerks and
help of every description, and ac-
curacy is the one requirement above
all others. The highest places of
profit and trust, both public and
private, are seeking the accurate
man.

Society, too, has its premiums on
accuracy, and rewards for truth.

Let two men enter society well
and equally qualified, except that of
accuracy. The one who is accurate
will secure, not only the warmest
plaee in the hearts of his associates,
but he will also receive the highest
places of honor and influence that
society can give, while the less
accurate one will be lost among the
most commonplace members, being

| shunned more or less by all, and

will finally prove to be a bore to
society.

Nothing is worth more in obtain-
ing results than definite plans and

a railway company succeed if it had
no plans, no system on which its
business is transacted. Ceuld our
banks and post offices do business
without ‘a regular system? I think
we all agree that they would be a
failure without a systein.

These institutions have been great
factors in molding the character of
our people, and our nation. They
teach us the lessons of promptness,
accuracy, system and stability. Let
us take these lessons as they are
given us. They are very valuable
and point the way to success.

Any institution is a success or
failure in proportion to its system of
working. KEven an individual who
is not connected with any business
enterprise must have plans for
spending his time, or his life will be:
a total failure.

Besides the lesson we may learm
from business in'stitutions, we must.
look to Nature as the greatest
teacher of all, She unfolds all the-
beauties of the universe through a
perfect order and system. Study
the twinkling stars as they rise and'
complete the same journey year-
after year, and century after cen--
tury.

Everything in Nature has a mes:.
sage for us, and gives us an example.
of order and regularity. Note the:
grace with which the old leaves fall
to the ground and scamper away at

the zephyr's command. Their work
is finished and they are off for
pleasure. They have staid at their
post of duty for six long months,
never failing, never forgetting, and
waiting patiently and willingly until
called, always yielding - to the regu-
lations of Nature. What an exam-
ple of grace! What an important
lesson the leaf gives us!

Of course absolute accuracy will
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never be attained. but it is our
sacred duty to be as perfect ds
possible. ;

If we are practically ‘acturate,
that is, if we secure resuits in. all
our work that makes it a success,
our life is worth living, our services
are in demand, “and our work s at a
premium e\:'erywhere, and we de-
serve ‘a‘p]ace' among the servants

 who wisely made use of their

talents.

If, on the other hand, we are
given to forgetfulness, and making
‘what we call mistakes— more cor-
rectly termed Dblunders—such as
forgetting every day things that we
ought to remember, and making
gross, careless mistakes in many
things that we do, our lives are in
the same lamentable
failure.

One of the most painful things to
witness is a class of young people
going through an operation, requir-
ing the fundamental principles of
aritbmetic, five or a dozen times
always getting a different result, and
never getting the righ* one, and
some of them finally giving up and
saying: I can’t.” «I can’t add this
coluthn of figures.” I do despise
that word “can’t”” It is one of our
worst enemies. :

It is amazing how many persons
-are guilty of doing inaccurate, hap-
hazard work. Such persons are crip-
crippled men
tally and morally. Their brains are
shriveled, dwarfed and partially
lifeless.

In some cases this condition is
‘the result of laziness, in such, it is
.an unpardonable sin, with others it
is the result of carelessness, and
lack of self training, and in this case
it is a sin akin to suicide, for in fact
iit is a self destruction of mental and
wnoral character.

Some noted educator has said: «I
haye my pupil educated when I
succeed in getting him to thinking.”
1 may add another truth equally
important by saying, when I succeed
in getting my pupil to be accurate, I
have barricaded him against failure

and humiliation, and shown him the
road to success and honor.

It is true we must learn to think,

and we mustalso learn to think
accurately. Here is the foundation
of our mental monument,
thinking is, so will our monument be,

When we have - leagned to.-think
we can investigate for ourselves, and
ferret out many things, and by so
doing develop our mental capacities,

“hence it is very important that we

do accurate as well as t_e right
kind of thinking.

In order to be able to do the
right kind of thinking we maust be
able to see with mental accuracy.
A glance at a thing satisfies only a
curiosity, or it inspires a deep de-
sire to investigate. We must see
things as they are. We must under-
stand, in order to drazw the right
conclusions.

1f it is important for us to learn to
think -~ and understand, it is, even
more important that we learn to act;;
for thinking and understanding will
not bear the desired fruitif acting is
omitted, as that is what produces
the result.

Thorough training, thorough work,
thorough in everything that employs
our time, is the one, and only way, to
become accurate, Being accurate a
few times is not sufficient to estab-
lish the habit. "It must be the
result of our every action, deed and
thought. It 'must be acquired
by repetition, and it must be re-
tained by repetition.

- God has given us the very impor-
tant task of life to perform. Each
effort we make completes a part that
cannot be changed or altered.
How very careful and accurate we
should be in the performance of its
every detail. Each act represents a
figure in the column of life. What
will the summing up be?

A’Mammoth Tooth.

Through the kindness of Mr. J. E.
Ruth of Kingfisher, Oklahoma, the
museum of Bethel College has come
into possession of a well preserved
molar of the prehistoric mammoth,
Unfortunately a portion was chipped
off by the workmen who made the
discovery, but nevertheless a very
clear idea of the whole may be
obtained from the part remaining
intact. The grinding surface of the
molar is a fairly regular oval whose
longer or major diameter is about 7
or 8 inches, while its minor or lesser
diameter is 4 inches. The enamel
or hard portion of the tooth is
arranged in a series of parallel
ridges. the softer dentine having
worn away in using the tooth. The
crown is ahout two inches in height,
and the root, or rather collection of
closely packed roots adds from four
to five inches more to the length of
the tooth, making its total length
somewhat over 7 inches,

The tooth now in the museum of
the college is from a prehistoric
elephant, commonly kuown as the

plains of Siberia, England, northern
France and that part of North
America to the fortieth degree of
north latitude. = Remains of the
mammoth have, however, been
found as far soutb in Europe as
northern Spain and Italy, while the
tooth now in our museum was found
while excavating for the foundation
of an elevator at Kingfisher,

Oklahoma. :
The mammoth resembled in many

respects the Indian elephant of to-
day, though quite ditferent in some
important particulars. It was, ac-
cording to Dana, probably twice the
weight of the modern elephant, and
was a third taller. Its tusks were
oft-times over twelve feet in length,
and were curved almost into a

mammoth to resist the intense cold
of its northern home;" it “had a dense
covering of reddish wool, and a far
more scanty coat of coarse black.
hair, eight inches in length,

"It is impossible to determine ex.
actly the time when this monster
beast. lived, but it was, no doubt, a
contemporary of man, as rude draw-
ings of the mammoth have been
found; notably the one made on
ivory, which was found in the cave
of La Madeline in the Dordogne,
France. These drawings are very
characteristic, and scarcely admit of
a doubt that they were executed by
an eye-witness.

We are pleased to have the tooth
in our collection, and extend our

thanks to Mr. Ruth for the interest
manifested.

Elder D. Gaeddert

When we made mention in this paper of the illness of Elder Gaeddert,
we expressed our hope of a speedy recovery. He did improve but not in the
way we human beings conceive of improvement. He has attained a Christian's
highest goals - etermal life. This goes far above death and the grave. He
has been released from the suffering of this earth and he has been called
home into that brilliant domain where there is neither sickness nor death.
There will be no tears shed there.

It was but a few hours before the arrival of the new year and the new
century that Br. Gaeddert fell asleep here and awakened to a better life.
The night of a new year to him was the night in which he awakened in a new
period of life and spiritual existence. His departure has left a vacancy
not only among the inner circle of his family and friends but also in a
broader circle of aCQuaintances. Naturally his iﬁle%a‘.]:’e family will miss
him the most. He was the father of 26 children and,p0 grandchildren. From
his first marriage there are 2 sons and 5 daughters who survive (6 sons
have preceded him in death.) Six sons and 5 daughters survive him from
his second marriage. (5 daughters preceded him in death.) Altogether there
are 18 surviving children and 8 have preceded him in death. There are 38
living grandchildren and 12 have passed away. The sorrowing widow who is
left with a number of small children certainly feels this loss the most.

He was the Ausband and the father, although the Lord who is the true father
of widows and orphans will continue to comfort and provide. Furthemmore,

she continues to have the sympathy of a large congregation as well as many
other friends.

Elder Gaeddert's death will be felt keenly by the congregation. In-
deed, his absence will create a vacancy similar to the vacancy in the home.
His leadership was so energetic and compassionate that he will be sorely
missed. He was such a gifted leader, and the dedication he showed to his
congregation was evident by the firmmess of his decisions for anything that
was beneficial to this group. At the same time he was careful not to be
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dictatorial in his leadership. His influence reached out far beyond the
realm of his own congregation. His name became prominent and outstanding
during the immigration of Mennonites from Russia in the 70's. The westem
prairies of Kansas were frightening and good leadership was a great asset.
Even more than this was the valuable leadership the deceased gave to the
effort of establishing a Mennonite Church in this new country. His pres-
enm}”as welcomed by our conference leaders and he showed positive interest
in making the right decisions. When perplexing problems arose within the
denomination he was a gifted mentor and he helped in every way to solve
them to the advantage of his people. Naturally, there were times when his
decisions were opposed - human nature brings this about. However, these
were kept to a minimum due to the ability of the deceased to analyze prob-
lems effectively. Even the opposition could sense the respect of the de-
ceased to the viewpoints of other people. He was willing to give in to a
majority who were dedicated to a decision.

The deceased was very close to the writer of this article as far as
school interests were concerned. He was a former school teacher himself
and he was one who was keen to observe the trend of the times. In this
way he kept up with the requirements our schools were expected to fulfill
in order to please the government. At the same time he remained loyal to
the standards of our denomination. As a result, he was one of the founders
of our Kansas Preparatory School. As the result of the quality of his
leadership he was chosen as the chairman of the committee that brought this
school into existence. He served for a number of years in this capacity
and then he moved on to serve in the group that established the existence
of Bethel College. He served in the board of directors all the years of
its existence with the exception of one term. As in other areas, Br. Gaed-
dert's death will leave a vacancy in the educational developments of our de-
nomination.

The Hoffnungsau Church was filled to capacity for his funeral on Jan-
uary 3, 1901, Addresses were given by the elders of several congregations
in the area. These were interspersed with numbers by the Hoffnungsau choir.
Pall bearers took turns in carrying the coffin to the nearby cemetery. They
were the elders and the ministers of other churches as well as those of his
own congregation. The following information was included in the obituary
that was read at that service: The deceased was born on July 2, 1837, in
South Russia. He was baptized by Elder P. Wedel on July 4, 1856, in the
Alexanderwohl Church in South Russia. He was a schoolteacher in various
villages of the Mennonite colonies for eleven years. On December 14, 1867
he was elected into the ministry; he was ordained on February 2, 1868.

He crossed the ocean on the steamer Teutonia with a whole shipload of Men-
nonite immigrants in 1874. The Teutonia left from Hamburg and it landed
safely in New York. (The writer of this article met this ship there.) In
October of the same year he and some of his friends made the decision to
choose the place this group would settle down and call their earthly hame.
So on the 16th of that month he used the accepted customary way of marking
their plots of ground and strewed salt on the ground to designate the bound-
aries, In April of 1876 he was elected to be the elder of the Hoffnungsau
Church., He remained in this position until the time of his death and he was
faithful in all that he did for the church. On May 14, 1901, he would have
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campleted the 25th anniversary of his position as elder, but he did not
live to enjoy this recognition. His temminal illness was a stomach ill-
ness with complications of malaria fever which caused his death shortly be-

fore the turn of the century. He reached the age of 63 years, 9 months,
and 29 days,

Widow Barbara Krdmer

It was in this past year during the time the writer of this article
was on a trip to India that '"Grandma Krimer" of Halstead passed away. Now
I would like to write a tribute to her as a means of expressing thanks just
as we have done for Elder D. Gaeddert and Min. P. Classen. A testamentary
legacy has gone with the death of the Widow Krdmer. The Krimers have willed
the sum of $300 to Bethel College. It will go through the hands of the ex-
ecutors, J. W. Ruth and Daniel Haury, who will donate it to the treasury of
Bethel College. We acknowledge this gift and publicize it here as a state-
ment of appreciation to the deceased. May God awaken others to do likewise
for Bethel College.

TO THE TURN OF THE CENTURY

Whether the 20th century began on January 1, 1901, or whether it start-
ed 12 months ago is a debatable question. Even to this day this topic is
discussed. Recently a dear old reader and friend of the Journal wrote:'We
read in the Journal recently that we entered into the 20th century at the
beginning of this year. However, a new year starts with the first day of
the first month. According to my way of thinking we have been in the 20th
century now for a whole year and a feflays. Isn't that right? We start fig-
uring the year from the first month dhd end with the last month. Now we
start writing 1901 after 10 days in January instead of 1900. That means we
have spent a year and ten days in the 20th century after the birth of Christ."

We want to discuss our opinion of this matter very frankly as there
might be others who disagree with what we have published. We do feel quite
strongly that most of our readers are in agreement with us who think that
on January 10, 1901, we have not spent a whole year and 10 days in the 20th
century. In fact, we have not even spent 10 days of it if the clock has
not struck 12 times at midnight, but only 9 days (and as many hours on the
10th day as the hand on the clock has passed and as many minutes as the
clock shows.) We want to prove this point by disproving the words that our
dear reader sent in who challenged our statement about entering the new cent-
ury this January 1. If we do not succeed in this, we will be willing to
stand corrected. In doing this we want to quote four statements of the chal-
lenger and compare them with our statements so that the contradiction is ob-
vious. Then let each reader deliberate on the facts and make up his mind
with whom to agree.

Sentence 1: ''"The year begins to be figured with the first month."
That is right. January is the first month of the year. The year begins
with January but it does not end with that January, but with December 31.
When Christ was born there was no accumilation of Christian time. That
started after He was born and the first year ended 12 months later. During
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those twelve months of that first year people would write for example "on
Jan. 10, 1" or "Feb. 10, 1'" etc. to indicate it was the first year, not the
second year after Christ. The number 2 would not be added to each month
until the next year as the second year after Christ. The number 2 would
not be added to each month until the next year as the second year after
Christ, The next year would have a 3 following each month et¢. 'On Jan-

uary 10, 2" would mean the 10th (incomplete) day of the first (incamplete)
month of the second (incomplete) year.

The second sentence of the challenger with which, as we said before,
we disagree: 'We have already spent a year and several days in the new 20th
century. Isn't that right?" We have to say no to this question, because
according to our idea it is wrong. Just as the first year of the first
century of the Christian time era begins with the numerical 1 after each
designated month, so the first year of the 20th century has to begin with
the numerical 1. If we would want to reckon the first year in the 20th
century as 1900, we would have had to indicate the numerical O or 00 etc.
after each month of that year. That is no more likely than that we would
figure the first cent of a dollar as O cents. When we write 1 cent we mean
the first cent of a dollar; when we write 2 cents we mean the first two
cents of that dollar. It is not written $1.00 then but $1.01, $1.02, etc.
That is why we agree fully with the challenger's question: 'Since we start
counting with the first month and end with the last month, we then have
our first year." That is correct. What is true in fuguring out the 12
months in a year is true in figuring a century of 100 years. So: 'Since
we are still on the counting side of the first year (of a century) and since
we will end with the full count of 100 (not 99) our century closed in 1900."
This sentence 3 directly contradicts sentence 4 of the challenger when it
says, ""And now we are already writing 1901 when we have had 10 days of Jan-
uary instead of 1900. In other words, we are considering 1 year and 10 days
in the new year of the 20th century after the birth of Christ." Our way of
figuring says, '"On Jan. 10, 1901, does not mean 1901 years, 1 month, and 10
days after Christ, but rather: On the 10th (incomplete) day of the first
(incomplete) month (January) in the nineteen hundred and first (incomplete)
years after Christ's birth. That is the way it is clear to us. I still re-
member our school back in Russia more than 35 years ago. In math class the
teacher would teach us the rules of figuring time; in order to find the
difference between two given dates we must write down the actual time that
has elapsed. For instance, on January 10, 1865, at 3/4 before 10 o'clock
a.m, there had not been an entire passage of even one year (1964) no entire
month, and only 9 full days, 9 full hours and 45 minutes. Consequently, on
January 10,1901, 1900 complete years had passed (or 19 centuries) and not a
whole month but only 9 full days.

Wherein lies the difference now in our views and those of the challenger
as far as the beginning of the 29th century is concerned? Simply in the dif-
ference in reading the same century date. We both write the date January
10, 1901, or briefly 1-10-1901. Our challenger reads this date: 1901 years,
no month, and 10 days have passed. According to our way of thinking that
is not right. According to his interpretation he should read it: 1901 years,
1 month, and 10 days. Why omit one month? Because it has not passed yet -
and that is the way it is with the year and ten days. That is why, according
to our reasoning, we read: In the nineteen hundredth (not completed yet)
year, in the first (not yet completed) month, on the tenth (not yet completed)
day. The actually completed amount of time is 1900 years, no months, and 9
days. We want to stay with this interpretation until someone convinces us
that we are wrong.
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SAFE ARRIVAL IN INDIA

According to a letter we recently received from Bombay, Brother and Sis-
ter Penner and Brother and Sister Kroeker arrived in Bombay on Decenber 9,
1900, at noon. They were unable to get passage directly from Eurcpe to Bam-
bay without a longer delay than they found convenient. Therefore, they
boarded the German steamer ''Grosser Kurflirst' in Genoa, Italy, and went to
Colaombo, Ceylon, where they docked on December 6. There they found a ship
ready to leave for Bombay in an hour and a half. After three more days on
the ocean they arrived safely at their destination and have sent a brief
greeting hame from India.

FROM THE DISTANT WEST

Dear Editor,

Almost a year has passed since I last saw you in your office and I
still have not done what you requested - that I write an article for your
paper, The School and College Journal. Postponement does not necessar-
ily mean cancelation, so I shall try to fulfill your request before the
close of this century. Hopefully this will meet with your approval, even

though this correspondence does not originate in Kansas but from the far
West on the coast of the Pacific Ocean.

If a person fram dry Kansas would come to Oregon now he would probably
not get the best impression of this area. It is winter now and with it comes
not snow and ice - which can also come - but rain. A}l these rainy days
and the soaked up soil would not be attractive to Kansans. On those days
the words of the poet would be encouraging when he says:

"What difference does the rain make
When the sun shines in your heart
And not a cloud dims your spirit?
What difference does a storm make?
Just so it leaves your heart alone,
Just so there's a sanctified peace,
And a heaven to look forward to."

So let it rain outside, just so there is sunshine in the heart and
hame, then we shall be satisfied and happy. Who has not had the experience
of feeling that glorious sunshine after a rain? A person really learns to
appreciate the sun after it has been missing for several days. One day of
full sunlight outweighs a whole row of dreary days.

The winters with their many rainy days do not rob this area of its
loveliness., I must say, that I have never seen a lovelier spot on earth than
here in the Willamette Valley. At times the scenery is positively breath-
taking. I would invite you to go for a walk in the early morning hours -
sorething I enjoy doing. Then the sun has not reached very high in the sky
and the air is still clear and clean. Yesterday the sky was still heavily
clouded but today just a few stray clouds are left. Our eyes scan the hills
and the valleys. Here and there we can see a farmhouse and the adjacent
buildings with the orchards close by, although the trees are bare now. The
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view is barricaded on the west by the spruce covered mountains. The view
becomes entrancing by the green forests at this time of year when all the
other trees are bare. Even more chaming is the lovely panprama that meets
our eyes in the east. There we see spruce covered heights also but they are
enforced by the heights of the Cascade Mountains in the background. There
is My. Jefferson, the crown of the entire viewging area. It is a majestic
sight with its dignified white top. In the southeast we see three addition-
al snow covered mountains called the Three Sisters. Northeast of that are
the snow capped peaks of Mt, Hood and Mt. St. Helena.

The
sky is usually bright with no thunder and no wind to disturb the stillness
of the valley. The paths were solid and dry, just right for our walks in
the area. The longest walk I ever undertook stretched over a distance of
only nine miles. In the spring the scenery changes into fields of beauti-
ful flowers and the open meadow, Later during the summer and autum months
the trees were loaded with luscious fruits - and there are many orchards
there so that it is most tempting to go for a walk under those trees. Shouldn't
this be a lesson for us? Same day we will be expected to bear some sort of
fruit too!

We were privileged to experience some days of blessing here. On the
national Thanksgiving Day four young souls were given the rite of baptism
and taken into the congregation as members. On the following Sunday we took
part in the Lord's Supper. May these times remain a bless§ing, and may they
serve to bind our hearts more closely together!

Christmas with all its glitte;;rsiinging is past now. The tree that

thrilled the hearts of youngsters and the adults alike has been robbed of

its glamor and thrown out. Eventually it will be burned. It is a perfect
example of all earthly joys. Christmas Day was another good experience. In
the forenoon we listened to a Christmas sermon; in the afternoon we attended
the children's services. This service was held in the afternoon because the
roads were too bad to travel at night. The children were given an opportun-
ity to enjoy the tree when the shajdes were drawn and the candles were lit.

It is a good idea to take a backward glance at things that hawve happen—
ed when we get to the end of a year and especially of a century. We expressed
that idea in our Christian Endeavor program on the last day of the year. It
was an hour of camnemoration with the theme '"Our Ebenezer''. It was a very
blessed hour of fellowship.
