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Too Much Learning?

The many liberal gifts made in
the past year to higher institutions
of learning have inspired Dr. von
Stradowitz, rector of Berlin uni-
versity, to warn our country of an
impending danger — that of too
much learning. In his opinion,
graduates of colleges and univer-
sities are a class of men that look
down upon such who had not the
advantage of a liberal education
and are compelled to make their
living by some of the lowly occu-
pations. If, therefore, colleges
and universities are multiplied,
there will be an overproduction of
that undesirable class of the hu-
man species, and what such an
overproduction means to a country
is shown by the conditions as

“found in Germany. The Doctor
thinks that too much college edu-
~cation is a danger threatening the
weltare of the United States and
the people should guard against it.
As a safeguard he advises the
establishing of technical schools

so that education may become
more practical.

With reference to Germany the

~ Doctor’s view 1is correct. The

Fatherland is burdened with an
excess of men with too much learn-
ing. Not the learning, however,
is at fault; it is the men them-

selves and the educational system
prevailing in Germany that are to
blame. The men are educated
with false notions regarding their
dignity acquired by a course train-
Ing, and the systemwof education
makes a change from one profes-
sion to another, if one is desirable,
next to impossible. Therefore, if
the men find that there is no open-
ing for them or that they are not
fitted for their chosen work, they
will on no account disgrace them-
selves by doing something which
they consider helow their dignity.
They will then rather ‘“‘starve on
& penny than work for a pound.”’

The fact that there are so many
who have neither ahility nor in-
clination for the work in which
they find themselves, is largely
attributable to the educational
system which demands that the
profession he chosen early. Con-
sequently, boys are not left o
chose for themselves when it be-
comes apparent what are their al-
ilities amd inclinations. Some
fond mother would like to see her
son Hans in the pulpit some time

.in the near future, and she hundles

him off to a school of theology ; or
some father wants to make a law-
yer of Max, and he sends him to
study jurisprudence. The result
will probably be that Hans suc-
ceeds poorly as a preacher, while
he would have made a first-class
carpenter: and Max, well, he
would rather attend to anything
else than his law books. But the
professions have been forced upon
them, they have gone through a
special course Jf training, and now
they have to worry along the bhest
they can. Such are not cases of
too much learning, but learning
wrongly directed. :

The conditions in America, how-

ever, are quite different. A man
may take a four years’ course in
college or university and he will
not disgrace himself by going back
to the farm or entering a mechan-
ic’s shop. He will be all the better
for his college training. We can
find many college graduates, and -
good ones, too, on the farm, at the

bench and behind the counter.

Again, if a man com: s to the con-

clusion that he has chosen the

wrong profession and that he can
do better in some other calling, he

will not find it impossible to

change. As a rule, one rarely sees

men who have been spoiled by

their college training for the so-

called lower occupations, if they

should not chance to find their

calling among the professions. As

long, then, as the democratic spirit

prevails in America, and as long

as intellectual effort is rightly

directed, let us not he afraid of

too much learning.

Thinking Relations.

By N. C. Schaeffer, in Ohio Education~
al Monthly.

It is natural for the mind at
first to think of things as isolated
units. A higher stage of intellec-
tual development is reached when
things are thought of in their re-
lIations. Take for example, coal,
petroleum and natural gas. Most
boys and girls in Pennsylvania
know these not from hooks but
from observation and experience.
Every child that is not orn blind
knows what light is—especially
sun-light. A magnificent step of
Drogress is made when the pupil
perceives the relation between the
four things named. Assoon as he
learns to think of coal as solid
sunlight, of petroleum as liquid
surhght and of natural gasas sun-
light in the third state of matter,
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he is beginning to grasp the scien-
tific explanation of the origin of
the three substances which are ad-
ding so much wealth to Pennsyl-
vania and the adjacent states.
Take another instance. Many
Pennsylvanians have lamented
that there is no gold or silver or
«0al in the range, called the North
Mountain. To the average eye it
has no value beyond the scenery
which it beautifies for every in-
habitant of what the geologists
call the Great Valley. Professor
Lesley says that the people should
not look into the mouth of so val-
‘uable a gift horse, that the North
Mountain has condensed the

. clouds into rains and made the

valley one of the richest agricul-
tural regions in the world. The
effect of this mountain range, is
even felt by Lancaster county, and
this gift horse, so useless in the
eyes of many practical men, is
thus shown up in its true value to
the region which according to an
English authority can hoast of the
finest farming on the face of the
earth.

The thinking of relations is the
beginning of science. What is.
science? It is the knowledge of
things in their causes. ‘‘Cause
and sequence,’’ is a law of the uni-
verse. In the domain of thought,
reason and consequence COrres-
pond to cause and effect in the
domain of nature. When the
mind can be made to know, by
thinking cause as the reason and
effect as the consequence or con-
clusion that flows from the rea-
son, we get scientific knowledge of
the first order. But sometimes
the relations of the natural world
are reversed when the mind thinks
them. In other words the effect
becomes the reason for a counclu-
sion which states the cause as a
goal towards which the reasoning
process moves. Sometimes the
order which the mind has follow-
ed in original investigation, is the
best order of instruction. At
other times the order of discovery

is the reverse of the best order of
instruction. For illustrations the
reader is referred to the writer’s
chapter on the Building of Con-
cepts in the volume on *‘Thinking
and Learning to Think.”

There are many other relations
of which the mind takes cogniz-
ance. Among these the relation
of means to end, and the relation
of the general to the particular,
are forever coming into notice in
school work. As soon as the
mind wakes up to these relations,
the mechanical or verbal memory
steps into the back ground, and
rote teaching drives the pupil from
the school room. One reagon why
so many hoys leave school in the
grammar grade, is found in the
failure of teachers to appeal to the
understanding through exercises
designed to make pupils think the
relations of things as one sees them
on the farm, in the worksliop, and
in the laboratory. An appeal to
the innate love of a dollar which
the boy is anxious to earn and

spend, can be made by showing
how the services of men are re- |
munerated in the technical trades !
and professions. The men who |
think in things and put thought !
into things, do not earn as much,
other things heing equal, as the
men who have been taught to
think relations and to put them
into realities in the domain of
action and business.

There is one kind of knowledge
which fits men for executive work
—the best paid work everywhere—
and that is the knowledge of hu-
man nature. To know human na-
ture, to think human beings with
their interests, and motives and
in all their relations to themsel-
ves, to God, to the world, is essen-
tial to leadership in any form or
direction. Hence the executive
officers who administer school sys-
tems or great institutions of learn-
ing, get bigger salaries than those

who are simply occupied in the
communication of knowledge.
Finally there are grades of think-

ing so noble and exalted that no
one pretends to pay for them in
dollars or bank bills. The things
of the mind can not always be es-
timated upon a cash basis. The
things of the higher life are not to
be measured by filthy lucre. Mon-
ey is not to he despised, provided
it does not possess the man and fill
the soul to the exclusion of better
things. The thoughts of faith,
hope and love which prompt devo-
tion and self-sacriflce, fill some

| men’s minds so entirely that they

have no time to make money.
They are doing something better,
nobler, holier. To enable teach-
ers and pupils to reach this lofty
point of view was one of the
writer’s aims in giving to the pro-
fession in book form his lec-

tures on ““Thinking and Learning
to Think.”

The Bible in English Liter-
ature.

In one of the eastern colleges
an examination was recently given
to a number of students in order
to test their knowledge in English
literature. Of 27 there were nine
who could not tell who wrote Hia-
watha, and 15 were unable to
mention by name any two of
Scott’s novels. How many were
ignorant of the Bible is not said ;
but it is highly probable that if
inquiry had been made, the num-
ber confessing their ignorance
would have heen the largest. And
yet the Bible, though it he consid-
ered, not in regard to its moral
and religious value, but from g
purely literary stand-point, is the
most important work in the Ilan-
guage. No other hook has influ-
enced the thought and imagina-
tive power in English literature as
much as the King James Bible,
and all our literature is full of g]-
lusions which cannot he under-
stood except through close famili-
arity with the hook of hooks. No
one can therefore claim to he cul-
tured if he is not well acquainted
with the Bible, and opposition to
the reading of the Bible, or any
portion of it, can come only from
the ignorant and from those who,
because of their hostility to the
Bible as a hook of theology, are
blinded to its great literary value.

A Serious Charge.

Bishop Potter and Dr. Raing-
ford, both of New York, favor the
opening of the saloon on Sunday,
and they violently denounce the
efforts of the temperance societies
to close the ““poor man’s club.”’

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Several new students have arrived after the beginning of the
new year. The total number of names on our list now is up to 110.

On January 24 Minister Abraham Sudemmann passed away at Newton,
Kansas, at an advanced age. He had been ill for a long time. The
funeral was held on January 28,

So far this winter has been rather mild. However, it did send
forth a few blasts just to keep up its reputation. At any rate, they
did not last long - as a rule, stem rulers do not rule long.

Prayer Week was observed as usual in Bethel College. Daily
worship services were held in connection with the student evening
services. The students gave the themes that were assigned to them.
The Bethel College Church members and others attended these services.

Rev. P, I. Friesen of Mountain Lake, Minnesota, spent quite a
bit of the last part of January visiting in and around Bethel College.
He is one of our formmer students. This past year he spent several
months in Russia.

The orders for the 'Kleiner Liederschatz" (song book) keep com-
ing in. This little book has become a part of a number of Sunday
School classes as well as same public school classes. It has won
the approval of many people. At 25 cents per copy it is certainly a
good choice because it contains suitable and high quality songs. All
Sunday School classes that are lookibg for a new song book should not
fail to order a 'Kleiner Liederschatz'.

Evangelist Williams, accompanied by Singer Alexander, held ex-
tended revival meetings in January. They were well attended. The
auditorium in which the first meetings were held did not hold the crowd
that came so a special temporary building was erected. All the English
ocongregations in town participated in these meetings and hoped for
many blessings upon all who attended. Evangelist Williams gave an
excellent address to the students in Bethel College as well.

The Bethel College business manager has taken it upon himself to
convass money from conference churches for a teacher of Biblical courses.
He has visited eight churches and the others are on his agenda. Some
time may elapse before he gets to it again because the time for in-

stalling the pipe organ is near and the business manager wants to and
should be present there.

THE NEW PIPE ORGAN IS COMING

It may even happen before these words are in the hands of our
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readers. According to the last letter from the manufacturer the organ
should be en route from Pekin, I1l. in the third week of January. That
means it could arrive in Newton by the end of January or the beginning
of February. The installation of this organ will take from ten to four-
teen days. We hope to be able to publish the trial date in the next is-
sue of the Journal. There will be a professional organist who is not
connected with the company coming here to test the construction, effic-
iency and perfomance of this organ. He will give an opening concert
that will challenge its performance and then he will give a professional
critique of the instrument. After that the organ will be accepted and
paid for. Of course, there have already been numerous items of expense
in connection with the organ. The expert who tests an organ does not do
his work free any more than the manufactuer or the installer. All the
travel expenses, the professionals' time etc. have to be paid. The or-
gan fund does not have enough in it at this time to cover all these extras,
so another fund has to be tapped. One way is to sell admission tickets
to the concerts that will be given. At the present time there are two
scheduled concerts, one in the afternoon and one in the evening of a day
that is still to be selected.

THE AFTERNOON COONCERT
is scheduled for the convenience of those coming from the country so
they do not have to drive in the evening. This is the actual opening
concert for the performance of the new organ. Those in attendance will
be the first to hear it. The admission fee for this concert will be 25
cents per person. The tickets are available now in the business office

of Bethel College. The printed programs of the concert will be available
later,

THE EVENING CONCERT
will be a bit more conprehensive than the afternoon concert. Therefore
the admission price will be a bit higher - 50 cents per person. We ex-
pect this audience to be more from town and from the immediate area.
These tickets can also be purchased now in the business office.

These opening organ concerts are completely separate from the ora-
torio concerts that are given annually by the Oratorio Society. These
will be given this year as usual, and the new organ will be available
for them. Mendelsohn's famous oratorio "Elias' is being rehearsed for
this year's performance. It will be given both in English and in German.
These concerts will be given somewhat later in the spring than in the
past years so we can expect better weather and better driving conditions.
The German oratorio concert will probably be scheduled for school closing
time to give visitors coming from a distance the opportunity to attend.
This will be the ninth school closing festival of Bethel College. The
English concert will be scheduled a bit sooner. It will be an evening
event while the Germman performance will be given in the afternoon. The
admission price will be the same it has been which is 50 cents per person.
More specific information will appear later. We hope that all these per-
formances will be very successful and that they will enhance the music

department of Bethel College and will meet the approval of all music lovers.
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THE QUESTION OF A MINISTERS' SEMINARY IN SOUTH RUSSIA

The difficulties connected with founding a ministers' seminary
were discussed in the last issue of the Journal. The writer of the ar-
ticle was from Russia, and he pointed to the dangers that threaten the
set-up of a paid minister in our Mennonite churches. Actually we do not
need to hunt far before we find the bad side of this sort of arrange-
ment., It is evident in the European state churches, whether they are
protestant or Catholic. Even here in America where, thank God, we do
not establish state churches, there are definite weaknesses in those
churches, there are definite weaknesses where they have paid ministers.
In some instances it is not the salary itself that causes the trouble
but rather the effects of the system. No human arrangement is perfect
nor free of human error, but this fact in no way gives us the right to
invite trouble by losing sight of the attempt to avoid trouble.

The basic principles of good relationships between minister and con-
gregation and their respective obligations should not be assessed ac-
cording to past traditions and customs. They should be based on specific
ambitions and on the precepts of Jesus Christ himself and his apostles.
We are sure one can be found in the comandment of the Lord Jesus as it
is cited by the Apostle Paul in I Cor. 9:14: 'Even so did the Lord or-
dain that they that proclaim the gospel should live of the gospel.' The
Apostle certainly does not go contrary to this when he voluntarily re-
fuses the support from the Corinthians. This is seen in II Cor. 11:9,
"and when I was present with you and was in want, I was not a burden on
any man; for the brethren, when they came from Macedonia, supplied the
measure of my want; and in everything I kept myself from being burden-
some unto you, and so will I keep myself.'" It is churches who send out
missionaries, and they support them too. That is Biblical just as it is
Biblical that the congregation that calls a minister to serve it support
him, That certainly does not mean, when the Lord Jesus himself tells us
to support soul savers, that we should pay the minister a set salary. A
systematic paying system could be degrading to our minister and on the
other hand he could be one of the highest of the congregation. Based on
our Mennonite principles of general Christianity, there should be an
arrangement that protects the relationship between congregation and minis-
ter, and both sides should fulfill their obligations without insisting
on any special rights. Once this point has been reached without any mis-
understanding, then there is little cause for concem for the education
of a minister in a seminary and his pay later on. That is how our mis-
sionaries function. That is what it refers to in the gospels: 'Freely
have I received, freely do I give''. We &% cannot quite see how this
can really work in spite of what this writer from Russia says in #2 of
his article. He takes for granted that our young Christians who are driv-
en by their calling to spend much time, effort, and money to prepare for
the ministry, will then serve us free of charge. We do not doubt that
these young people deal in a very Christian manner. We are wondering
whether our congregations are dealing in a "Christian'' manner when they
expect these young people to spend all their time, effort, and money on
their education and then be their ministers free of charge later. Can
these young people who have paid their own expenses for their education
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then truthfully say, freely have I received, freely will I give? The
things that cost them time, effort, and money, really did not come free
to them. It is far more expensive than what the missionary pays for his
training.

No one can find fault with the arrangement that a congregation sup-
port its missionaries who are out in the heathenland. Missionaries are
offering their services to heal in the name of Christ - they let others
worry about the financial cost of it. What they receivefreely they give
freely without prejudice toward their daily nourishment which they help
themselves tov If a missionary gets his daily needs provided while he is
preaching the gospel, why should not a minister who is doing the same
thing at hame be getting his needs provided, especially if he has no other
opportunity to earn money?

Actually, it is not the principal concern of a ministers' seminary
that is to be founded in South Russia to worry about this. Their concern
is to clear the difficulties between church and state. Where the church
is dependent upon the state, the permmission to found a church related in-
stitution has to be obtained by the church. This permmission still has to
be granted before a Mennonite ministers' seminary is founded in South
Russia. As soon as this is granted, and our fellow believers are optimis-
tic that it will be, the idea of a ministers' seminary in South Russia
will become a reality; there is certainly no lack of funds over there.
Financially speaking, the Mennonites in Russia are better off than we here
in America, and certainly the ambition will be there once the difficulties
are overcome. We are looking forward to the development of this project,
and we will be giving reports as time goes on.

MINUTES
OF THE 32ND SESSION OF THE MENNONITE TEACHERS ORGAN-
IZATION HELD IN EBENFELD ON DEC. 28, 1901

On the evening preceding the conference Brothers Peter Rempel and

H. D. Penner gave very interesting and instructive addresses on school
and discipline.

The meeting was opened on the above date by the chairman with a song
and a prayer. Since the secretary was absent, B. B. Unrau was appointed
the substitute secretary. The chaimman appointed the following committees:
publicity, B. B. Reimer, P, C. Hievert, D. E. Harder; Resolutions, P. P,
Buller, J. F, Wiens, C., H, Friesen. Division of time: Forenoon session
9:30-12:00; aftermnoon session: 1:00 -3:30.

The Program
1. The Business Duties of the Teacher
P. F. Duerksen
Katharina Voth

P. F. Duerksen: The topic takes for granted that the teacher will
have social responsibilities because through him the students will be
reared in human nature. For that reason much depends upon the teacher's
attitude. His influence puts the stamp of behavior on the entire school.
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If he is a campanion to the pupils he must make them aware of this.
Through the influence of his behavior he will awaken in them confidence,
respect, honor, and love. He will do as Frtbel's statement says, ''Come,
let us love our children." Confidence between teacher and pupil is built
up by social interaction between teachers, parents, and pupils. Parents
will learn to know the teacher as a friend. Another factor is the friend-
ship between teacher and board member - it can avoid many a misunderstand-
ing. As a colleague he should do only what will establish dignity to his
job.

Katharina Voth: The social duties of a teacher are very important.
Pupils will listen to the teacher if his life agrees with his teachings.
He should visit with many people to avoid being prejudiced. He should be
respectful at all times and be a good influence in the entire commmity.
And it is important when he shows up and when he leaves - he should arrive
in time and leave in time, because punctuality is important. He can con-
tribute visibly to the commmity if he puts his heart into commmity life.

Discussion: Going home when it is time is an important point. A
teacher should show interest in politics, but he must not participate in
the conflicting discussions. A part of the commmity participat”ion is
his singing in the choir. He can have a part in the music, both vocal
and instrumental, in the dramas and other educational parts like reading
on the programs that are presented in the community.

2. What is the advantage of knowing a foreign language?

Prof. H. D. Kruse and P. C. Hiebert

Prof. Kruse had sent in a copy of his address: The study of foreign
languages is encouraging to the spirit of education, and it sharpens one's
mind because it demands the exact attention in order to comprehend the
words and the context of a conversation in a foreign language. The mem-
ory is sharpened too because vocabulary, as well as the different forms
of words, have to be memorized. This course is also educational because
it includes literature. Our own language is a tool but only in our own
culture; a foreign language opens our eyes to a new culture. Not only
do we use the new language, but we learn to appreciate customs and mores
of other countries; we learn about the division of courtries; we simply
broaden our own educational horizons.

P. C. Hiebert: The study of a foreign language helps to sharpen
one's intellect. We tend to become more persistent because this study re-
quires persistence in studying. It even helps us to understand our own
language better. When you understand the root of a word you comprehend
the meanings of ten or more words. It also adds to the understanding of
Holy Scripture.

Discussion: Foreign languages are similar to telescopes. They are
a means of casting a glance clear into the understanding of another cul-
ture. One translation does not always convey the entire meaning; there-
fore it is good to get several translations. We gain from this study in
a material sense and in obtaining a more formal education.

3. What are the advantages of a library in the public schools?

A. L. Schellenberg and G. N. Harms

A. L. Schellenberg: It is the teacher who teaches the children to
read. He also awakens their interest for wanting to read. There is a
great difference in children. If they have access to books at home they
will do far better. If there is a library in school it can be used to
step up both the interest and the aptitude for better reading. It is
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also a guide toward making good choices in reading materials.

G, N. Harms: A library is very valuable., Under the direction of
the teacher it can be used for research especially in connection with
geography and history. It provides much of the necessary information that
is needed for the education of children. This is especially true for
children from families who have no reading materials in their hames except
the advertisements sent out by business firms. The teacher can stimulate
the love for good reading material. A good way of plamning the lessons
is to go more by authors than by pages in the upper reading classes. That
way the pupils will learn to appreciate the authors as they read their con-
tributions to literature.

Discussion: Is the library a great necessity? Yes, the pupils learn
to understand what they read. Not all libraries are blessings, therefore
we should see that ours are. The good English newspapers are: Youths Com-
panion and Over Sea and Land.

4, In what respects is our current German School material better than that
of 16 years ago?

C. H. Friesen

G. A. Wiens

C. H. Friesen read a report of the statistician of 1890, In compar-
ing past and present we see that our schools have improved in quantity and
in quality. We have even progressed in German because the teachers are
more knowledgeable tham they used to be. Likewise, the parents are more
school minded. Instruction is more uniform than it used to be. Teacher
Wiens was not present.

Discussion: Sixteen years ago there were few teachers who could
teach in both languages. Our conferences are considerably larger. There
is active participation in the education field by both the teacher and
the visitor. There is much less criticism now against the activities
of the conference. The Gemman Institute has done a great deal to raise
the standards of our schools.

5. Would it be worthwhile and feasible to create a Mennonite Teacher
Organization of North America?

Rev. David Goerz

Since the speaker had not arrived yet a twenty minute discussion
followed at this time. It was said that an organization like that would
be desirable so we could capitalize on our strengths. There would be many
viewpoints and opinions that would be shared so we could return home with
more encouragement to share with others. An organization like this would
need to meet only every five years - surely it would serve as a good in-
fluence.

When Rev. Goerz came he spoke on this topic; 1Is it really considered
beneficial to establish this organization? Yes, to a certain extent.

The school systems could be led to follow a more uniformm pattern. The
requirements could be worked out so they would fulfill the pupils' needs
clear up to their entrance into high school. This would prevent a lot of
repetition or make up work when pupils transfer to other schools or enter
high school. However, there could be negative aspects also., Not all teach-
ers would be able to attend the conference. Many salaries are so limited
that the teachers cannot afford to go, and they would miss these valuable
experiences. Furthemmore, what would be considered a suitable time for
these conferences? The teachers do not have time in winter, and during
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their vacations the congregations do not have time.

Discussing questions that were handed in: Should the names of those
teachers who have not made good names for themselves and who are no longer
in our area be struck from the list? The resolution was passed that the
chaiman should appoint a committee to make this revised list.

The chairman appointed the following teachers: H. D. Penner, D. C.
Harder, P. F. Duerksen.

Business: 1) Since the spring meeting will not be in session the fol-
lowing officers were elected: (The tellers committee consisted of P. A.
Hiebert, H. J. Pankratz, and J. H. Franzen.) The election results are:
Chairman A, S. Hirschler, alternate chairman A. L. Schellenbert; Secre-
tary D. C. Harder, Treasurer P. A. Hiebert, Program Comittee P, H. Rich-
ert and Anna Hirschler.

2) The discussion of the institute brought about the resolution to
hold the first session of this institute in the Gnadenfeld School near
Goessel beginning on the second Monday in August, 1902.

3) The publicity committee reported the following: The following
teachers wish to join this organization: C. J. Frey, Bernhard Harder,
Lizzie Hiebert, Emilie Wedel, Nellie Flaming, H. W. Lorenz, Daniel Hirsch-
ler, C. D. Claassen. They were accepted.

The Report of the Resolution Committee was accepted with a few changes:
Resolved:

1. That we give our thanks to those who gave addresses on the
evening preceding the conference.

2. That we thank the host congregation for the use of the church
and for their excellent hospitality.

3. That we thank the choir for their encouraging songs.

4. To leave the choice of place for the next meeting to the
Program Committee,

5. To publish the report of the conference in the School and
College Journal.

6. To give God the glory, to thank Him for the privilege of
being able to meet as a conference, and to ask Him for the privilege of
holding further conference sessions.

7. That the teachers shall do their part in funding the librar-
ies that will be added to our schools.

8. That we share with our friends the fact that our schools have
improved visibly in both quantity and quality during the past 16 years.

9. That the teachers and all school friends keep in mind the
importance of the German Teacher Institute.

10. That Br. Goerz and others connected with the School and
College Journal shall call attention to point 5 in the program agenda.

11. That we as a conference convey our greetings and our intense
sympathy to Br. J. G. Ewert in his suffering.

The conference adjourned as usual with a song and a prayer.

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THE VERY LATEST ORTHOGRAPHY

Up to this time the German has done his writing according to the
old, the new, or no orthography at all. Now he will be able to use the
very latest German orthography. That dear old German absentmindedness!
Our youth has just been drilled in Putkamer's perfect way of writing and
he was the Minister of Public Worship and Education. This entire movement
had barely gotten started in literature and in the press itself, even
among older Gemmans who are not easily moved from a set position and who
wanted to stay with the "old" orthography. Then there was a conference in
Berlin and a newer method than that was proposed because it was simpler.
This conference was influenced by the presence of the Austrian Minister
of Education - that was a boost to the German educators - who introduced
a new rule book for the entire countries of Germany and Austria. In it
there was a complete Gemman vocabulary. It has been rumored that by the
middle of September Austria will produce a "Fibel" (primer) for the elem-
entary schools that is a completely geared method to this new orthography.
Then as the pupils are pramoted their books will also be converted to
this, Even though same of the states of Germmany have not yet voted on
this, no one expects that anyone will be against it. In about five years
this changeover will be complete.

How lucky those people are who opted to stay with the old rules when
the Putkamer orthography was introduced, because accepting it was a waste
of energy. But who knows whether this is the last time that there will
be wasted effort to establish the rules of our language to any degree of
stability? Actually, we are in a laughable phase of disruption right now.

The pan-German orthography is said to be quite a bit simpler than the
Putkamer writing. From now on, they say, the ''th'" will no longer cause
"Thrinen'" (tears) to the elementary school children. They can now write
"Tridnen" - the '"h" is gone forever! Now we will write 'Taten' (deeds)
instead of '""Thaten'; we will give each other '"Rat' (advice) and ''Ritze!"
(puzzles); we will give each other 'Mut" (encouragement); we will remain
"untertan" (subject to); we will politely knock on the '"Tir" (door); and
we will admire the "rote Bliite'" (red flowers) in the 'Tau' (dew). We
will understand when it is spoken this way so we should be able to recog-
nize the new spelling, that '"'der Tor vor dem Tore steht' (that the fool
stands in front of the gate). In some strange way the "h'" has remained
in the word "Thron'" (throne). The way of spelling the syllable 'ieren"
has been adopted while the "e' in the words ''gib, gibst, gibt" (to give)
has been dropped.

The lengthening(of the vowel) by using "h'" has kept its importance,
so we have '"Ahle, Mahl, Wohl, befehlen, Rahm, Lehm, nehmen, Ahn, Bahn,
Jahre, mahnen, Lohn, Argwwhn, Bahre, Gefahr, Wehren, Hehr, Rohr, Aufruhr,
usw,'" (awl, meal, prosperity, recommend, cream, loam, take, ancestor,
track, years, warn, salary, mistrust, stretcher, danger, defend, majestic,
pipe, tumlt etc.)

The lengthening (of the vowel) by using 'aa'' (double a) has been
eliminated. So in the future we will not know whether the 'Wagenfabrikanten"
(wagon manufacturer) is making wagons for weighing or wagons for driving.
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But double vowels have been left in some words: 'Aal, Aar, Aas, Haar,
Paar, Saal, Saat, Beere, Beet, Geest, Heer, Klee, Krakeel, lLee, leer,
Meer, Reede or Rhede, scheel, Schnee, See, Seele, Speer, Teer, Boot,
Moor and Moos'. (eel, eagle, rotten carcass, hair, pair, assembly room,
seed, berry, beet, sandy uplands, army, clover, squabble, lee, empty,
sea, speech, envious, snow, sea, soul, spear, tar, boat, swamp, moss.)

Strict rules say that when a 'k'", '"z'", or ''¢c" appears in a foreign
word, they are to be avoided, but each one can use his own judgement -
what is what most of us will do anyway if this miserable changing does
not stop. A Viennese has written a poitic nostalgic reaction to the very
latest orthography:

I don't want to stand at any gate
When a fool departs from it.
Today red - tomorrow dead
And in between a miserable time.
I cannot ever forget the tears (Trinen, not Thrinen)
That you have shed for me.
The animal is a miserable cow
If it is written without an 'h'".
Then if you leave out the '"h" completely
There are sure to be some treasures.
That's the way we get a husband
Lest he get so sober and bare
He spends his '"h" tax free and portable
"Gemahl'' makes him unspeakable.

the English words are not spelled with the same letters, the translation
does not always make sense.)

It was in the '"Thal" (valley) - pardon! - 'Tal" - contrary to all
previous spelling. If only this new spelling won't mean that there are
three definitions for every Gemman word. - Germania
