8. Our work.—This includes
everything that will lift up this
people from sin in all its forms
and to lead them to'a higher level
spiritually and physically. Our
work—oh, what an enormous hill
to climb! What difficulties lie
between us and our aim! What
a mountain of idolatry, super-
stition and, prejudices to remove!
Looking .at this mass of heathen
people and in quiet hours con-
templating what it means to
transform them into better men
and women, we come to the con-
clusion that the missionary can at

best be only a humble agent.
It needs the power of God to
quicken their conscience, to a-
waken a desire for the Saviour.
Oh, to be filled with the Spirit!
We are so glad that so many
promises in God’s word assure us
success, becaunse it is God that
does the work, Ps. 77:11 (German
version). Yes, he can, and praise
His Name, he has already changed
many things.

To us it seems that this people
needs love and love and love
again. That is a language they
can understand best. I am often
reminded of the words of Dr. Mec-
Niel of Bilaspur. She is in charge
of a hospital, treating from 80 to
120 patients daily. Sheis a very
pleasant worker and has a smile
for the worst character. She has
said a number of times to us;
“This people wants only kind-
ness; God knows they get little of
it in their lives.”  Yes, yes,
kindness, love, that is the work
above all, it seems to me, for a
missionary. That does not imply
that the worker must be a “‘Wijd)-
lappen”’ who dare not insist upon
right; but it does mean that the

| people shall see you have their-
welfare at heart.

More into detail, our work is
now the study of the language.
We hope, however, before long to
speak to this people of the old
and yet ever new love story:
Christ and him crucified. How
we yearn to proclaim the Gospel
after our tongue has been tied for
nearly two years.

Dispensing medicine begins to
form an important factor in our
work so that we shall soon have to
set a specifled time for this work.
We have a number of patients and
they are all doing well and seem
to be very happy. We are no
physicians, yet we pray that the
Lord may overlook our ignorance

and bless fhe medieine that we

dispense, and we aré assfired that
he does.

One-thing the native fears, and
that is the knife. T have a case
of surgical instruments. , One day

a strong chamar came to us with
a sore foot. It was evident that
poultices were needed. My wife
applied poultices for one-half day
and when I came home, I made
preparations to open the offensive
pain giver but that was not possi-
ble; that big man squirmed
around like a boy and would not
let me use the knife. “Well,” I
said, “I can’t help you if you
won’t allow me to do-the work.”
So we applied a soothing remedy-
and told him to come back the-
next morning, but he did not put
in his appearance.

My wife, too, gets her share of
discouragements. One evening a
woman came running and fell
down before her and asked her to
come to see her danghter’s baby.
The mother had just died and
they had no milk for the baby.
My wife followed the grandmother
into the miserable hut and found®
the child, which had received no-
milk evidently since its mother’s-
death, but, instead of it, only
water. My wife sent some milk
over on that evening and regular-
ly every morning for about two

weeks after. Only recently we-

found out that the father of the
child receives good wages. So ¥

called him to our house and said''

to him that from now on we:
would not send any milk, since he:
was able to procure it. But we’
wonder whether he will—it ig only

a girl.

Besides the work mentioned the
missionary acts as lawyer, judge,
adviser etc. Taken all together,
with the many other duties as
correspondence etc., the day is
full of life and work; but it is a
pleasure and brings much happi-
ness.

And now, we would like to
commend our home, our people:
and our work to the earnest
prayers of our friends and school-

‘The Elijah.

Mendelssohn’s oratorio of Elijalr

»
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ranks with Handel’s Messiah and
Haydn’sCreation in popular favor,
and is in some respects considered
the superior; of either fby [many
critics. |
Already as early 1as;1837,uMen-
delssohn considered the subject
for the work, but not until 1845
was it completed. The text is
mainly compiled from the First
Book of Kings.
on one occassion when calling on
Mendelssohn he found him deeply
absorbed in the study of his
Bible. When he noticed his
friend he read the verse in the
nineteenth chapter: ‘“‘And behold
the Lord passed by etc.,”’ and
said: ‘“Would not that be fine for
an oratorio””? Then for several
years he had the work under con-
gideration and. with the-aid of his
friend Schubring he sketched out
the scenes and laid the general
plan of the work, completing it in
1846 for the Birmingham Festival.
The oratorio begins with the
drought prophesy, then follow
the raising of the widow’s son,
The rival sacrifices, the appear-
ance of rain in response to Kli-
jah’s appeal, Jezebels persecution
of RElijah, his sojourn in the
desert, his return, his disappear-
ance in the fiery chariot and the
finale which reflects upon the
megning of the sacred narrative.
The first performance of the
Elijah took place at the Birming-
ham (England) Musical Festival
on the 26th of August, 1846. It
came between the Creation on the
25th and the Messiah on the 27th.
Its success was instantaneous. A
correspondent who was present
writeg: ‘“How shall I deseribe
what to-day has been in the Music
_Hall? After such an intense en-
Foyment it is a bard task to ex-
" spress one’s feelings in cold words.
dt was a great day for the Festi-
val, a great day for the perform-

ers, a great day for Mendelssohn,_

.a great day for art.!”’

don took place on April 16th of
the next year, when it was given
by the Sacred Harmonia Society.
Her, Majésty, the Queen,. and
Prince Albert were present; and
after the performance the Prince
sent to Mendelssohn the score he
had used in following the music,
on a leaf of which he had written :

“To the noble artist, who, sur-
rounded by the baal-worship of
corrupted art, has been able by
his genius and science to preserve
faithfully, like another Elijah,
the worship of true art, and once
more to accustom our ear, lostin
the whirl of an empty play of
sounds, to the pure notes of ex-
pressive composition and legiti-
mate harmony; to the great
master who makes us conscious of

the unity . of . his, - conception
through the whole maze of his"

creation, from the softest whis-
pering to the mighty raging of
the elements. Written in token
of grateful remembrance by
Albert.

Contrary to the usual custom
this oratorio does not begin with
an overture, but with a recitative
prophesying the drought. After
this eomes a sombre, despairing
prelude, which pictures the dis-
tress which is to follow as the
curse settles down upon the
streams and valleys. At last the
suffering of the people is voiced
by the first chorus: ‘*Help,Lord”’,
which, developing phrase after
phrase of plaintive beauty, leads to
the second chorus with duet for
two sopranos, based on an ancient
Jewish chant. Then comes Oba-

diah’s lovely tenor aria: “‘If with-

all your:-heaxts,’’full of tenderness
and consgelation. Again the peo-
ple break out into a chorus of la-
mentation, ‘“Yet doth the Lord.”
Then follows the voice of an an-
gel summoning Elijah to go to the
widow’s house in _Zarephath. The
dramatic scene of the raising of
the widow’s son ensues, compris-
ing a passionate song by the mo-
ther!“What have I to do withthee,”’
and the noble declaration of the
prophet, ‘‘Give me thy son, ’’ and
closing with a duet of great beau-
ty.

In the next scene we have the
appearanee-of Elijal befors Ahab,:
and the challenge of the priests
of Baal to the sacrifice on Mount
Carmel, set forth in vigorous re-
citative, accompanied by short
choral outbursts. At the words

ofElijah,‘‘Invoke your forest gods
and mountain deities,”’the priests
of Baal break out into thestirring
double chorus, ‘‘Baal we cry to
thee,”” which is fairly sensuous
and heathenish initsrugged,abrupt
melodies, as compared with Chris-
 tian music. At its close Elijah
bids them ‘‘call him louder, for
he is a god, he talketh or he is
pursuing.”’”  Again they break
out into a chorus of barbaric en-
ergy(‘‘Hear our cry, O Baal’’) in
the intervals of which Elijah
taunts them again and again with
, the appeal, ‘:Call him louder.”
i The priests renew their shouts,
each time with increasing force
and close with a rapid, almost
angry expostulation (‘‘Hear and
answer.’’)

Then follows the calm dignified
prayer of the prophet (‘‘Lord
God of Abraham’) succeeded by
a simple but beautiful chorale
(‘‘Cast thy burden on theLord.’’)
Obadiah then summons Elijah to
help the people and Elijah re-
plies an exquisite little andante
passage repeated by the chorus

relief.””) Following this is a dia-
logue passage between the people
the prophet and the youth whom
he bids, ‘‘Look toward the sea’’—
the most striking features of
which are the responses of the
youth and the orchestral climax
as the Heavens grow black and
“‘the storm rushes louder and
louder.”. As the flood of rain
descends, the thankful people
break into a passionate shout of
delight (‘“Thanks be to God’’)
heard above the tempest in the
orchéstra. At first 1t isa brief
expression of gratitude. The
voices come to a pause and Elijah
repeats the tribute of praise, then
all join in a surging tumult of
harmony, as fresh and delightful
ag was the pouring rain to the
thirsty land, voices and instru-
ments vying with each other in
joyful acclamation, until the end
is reached and the first part
closes. :

The second part opens with a
brilliant soprano solo (‘‘Hear ye
Israel’’) beginning with a note of
warning, and then developing into
4 melody of impetuous andemrrs
- mated description (*“I, I am He

that comforteth’’). This solo
leads to the magnificent chorus,
“Be not afraid,’”’ in which, after
a brief pause the entire force of

(*‘Open the Heavens and send us .
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“yoices, orchestra and organ join

in the sublime strain, sweeping on
in full broad, harmony. There is
a pause of the voices of a few
bars, and then they move on in a
strong fugue (*‘Though thousands
languish and fall’”’). . At its
close they are merged again into
the grand announcemént, ‘‘Be
not afraid’”’ delivered with im-
petuosity, and ending with the
same subject delivered in chorale
form with powerful effect.

Then we have Elijah alone. He
is discouraged and utterly broken
down hecause of the fruitlessness
of his mission. In a feeble but
infinitely tender plaint he resigns
himself. It is hard to conceive
anything grander and yet more
pathetic than this aria, It is
enough,”’in which the prophet
prays for death. A few bars of
tenor recitative tell wus -that,
wearied out, he has fallen asleep,
and leads us to a trio of angels,
¢Lift up thine eyes to the moun-

tains,’’ one of the purest, lovliest

and most delightful of all vocal
trios.

Then follows one of the most
effective scenes of the ‘whole ora-
torio. Elijah no longer prays

for death; he longs for the Divine -

Presence. He hears the voice of
the angel: ‘‘Arise now, get thee
without, stand on the mount
before the Lord, for there his
Glory will appear and shine on
thee. Thy face must be veiled,
for he draweth near.” With
great and sudden strength the
chorus announces: ‘‘Behold! God
the Lord passed by.”’With equal
suddenness it drops to a pianis-
simo, gradually worked up to a
crescendo movement, and we hear
the winds *‘rending the moun-
tains in twain’’, but once more in
pianissimo it tells us that ‘‘the
TLord was not in the tempest,”
The earthqaake and the fire pass
by, each treated in a similar
manner, but the Lord was not in
these elements, then in gentle
tones of ineffable sweetness it
declares, ‘“‘After the fire there
came a still, small voice, :
and in that still, small voice
onward came the Lord;’”’ and
onward sings the chorus in,
sweet, ravishing tones to the end.

Then follows a beautiful aria
for tenor, ‘‘Then shall the right-
eous shine’’ introducing the mag-
nificent final chorus, “‘and then
shall your light break forth as

the light of the morning, which
forms a fitting close to this great

masterwork.

EDITORTAL NOTES

When this issue of the Journal reaches its readers the ninth school
year of Bethel College will be ready to close. The closing activities
of the various departments, organizations, and societies are published
in detail and should not be overlooked by our readers.

"College Record" is the name of the journal that the school in
Bluffton, Ohio, is putting out to create interest. I see by the 8 pages
of the first edition that lies in front of me that almost all are in
English and a little more than three are filled with German reading mat-
erial. As the medium for publicity this official paper prints the re-
ports of the board and its officers, information from various depart-
ments, and other notes of interest, transactions, etc. Prof. D. F. Jan-
zen is the head editor. Assisting him are a member of the board, repre-
sentatives from the business, music and academic departments as well as
one from the literary organizations. The format of the paper (octave)
is attractive. The paper and the print are good; the contents and the
arrangements are excellent. We wish them success in this venture.

Rev. H. R. Voth, a missionary in Oraibi, Arizona, has taken a tem-
porary residence in Newton. We welcome him into our midst.

All rusic lovers are cordially invited to attend the performance of
the oratorio "Elijah". Before that they shoul- read the description of
this musical performance. Please note the dates it will be given. (May
16 and 28) The proceeds from these two evenings will be placed in the

organ fund which is a welcome support of the music department of Bethel
College.

Another interesting fact is that recently a request came from a young
man in Russia who wants to enroll in Bethel College. He is interested in
mission work and wants to obtain an education in that field, but he wants

it free of charge. Unfortunately Bethel College is not prepared at this

time to offer that to him. We have no special mission fund and there are
no funds available to him. Besides that, this situation demands not only
the education but also a position to fit him in later.

FELIX MENDELSOHN - BARTHOLDY
the composer of the oratoria "Elijah" is one of the most outstanding com-
posers of the 19th century. This is the oratorio that will be performed
by the Oratorio Society in Bethel College in English on May 16 and in
German on May 28. The composer was born Feb. 3, 1809, in Hamburg. At
age 3 he moved to Berlin where his parental home soon became a gathering
place for men of scientific and artistic greatness. He received his
first instruction in piano from his mother who was a sister of Salamon
Bartholdy, an official in the embassy. His father was the banker Abraham
Mendelsohn. The boy Felix showed his exceptional musical talent at an
early age. Even at age 8 his piano playing caused people to notice him.
Ludwig Berger was his piano instructor at that time. Soon he became in-
terested in composing and he progressed rapidly in this area of music
under the direction of Zelter. He composed several piano selections be-
tween the ages of 12 and 16. Then in his years between 17 and 19 he
completed the overture "Sommernachtstraum" (Midsummer Night's Dream)
and "Meerestille und glickliche Fahrt" (A Calm Sea and a Prosperous Voy-
age) . Then he undertock trips to London, Italy, Paris, etc. to pursue
his artistic interests. He finished his oratorio St. Paul when he was
age 32. This was after he had completed a whole series of church pieces.
During this time he also produced his works based on Psalms42, 95, and 114
and his cantata "Lobgesang" (Song of Praise). He was called to Berlin in
1841 by the king of Prussia. There he completed the music for Sophocles,
Antigone. The next year he went back to Leipzig where he had lived in
1835 and founded the Conservatory of Music there. He returned to Berlin
in the winter of 1843 where he received the title of a royal general music
director and the leader of a certain workers' group for church music in
the cathedral, including the Symphone-Soiree for the royal chapel. In

1846 he went to Birmingham to the first performance of his oratorio "Elijah".

He died in 1847 in ILeipzig at the early age of 38 years. His body was
taken to Berlin for burial. He had been married to Cicilie Jeanramand

since 1837. She was the daughter of a Reformation minister in Frankfurt
on the Main.

Mendelsohn had to be skillful in making use of the forms of the older
masters in adjusting them to his campositions. He was actually closer to
Sebastian Bach than to anyone else and in 1829 he gave a rendition of Bach's
St. Matthew Passion. Most of his numerous compositions have become very
popular. One oratorio "Christus" remained uncompleted. He had great suc-
cess with his two oratorios "Paul" and "Elijah". Parts of these show a
bit of similarity to Bach's Protestant hymns. Everyone who has an interest
in hearing the reproduction of the popular "Elijah" will have an opportun-
ity to do so. It will be given in Bethel College on May 16 in the German
language and on May 28 in English. A more detailed description can be
found in another section of this paper.

THE JUDGMENT OF AN EXPERT OF THE BOOKS WRITTEN BY C. H. WEDEL

Recently we sent a copy of each of Prof. Wedel's books to Dr. Cramer

in Amsterdam, Holland, for him to review. Dr. Cramer is well known in
educational circles as an authority in the field of history. This is
proven by the fact that he was asked by the Duke to make his contribu-
tion to the Real Encyclopedia on the topic of Mennonites. His viewpoints
are considered of utmost importance since he is an expert in his field.
In his critique of one of Prof. Wedel's books Dr. Cramer is very positive
as the following clipping shows: "Most honorable College! I was pleased
to receive your generous gift of books. I read the third volume immed-
iately. The part on the Prussian, especially the Russian Mennonites,

is the best review we have in that area. I don't know how we ocould make
any improvements on that because your clarity and your comprehensive cov-
erage is all we could ask for. Nothing of importance has been amitted.
The discretion you use in passing judgment is indicative of your knowledge
of facts in this area.

"It is most fortunate that my article 'Mennonites' in Herzog's Real
Encyclopedia has not been printed yet. That will be done in a few weeks
or even months., I am very glad because now I can refer to your boock and
make the necessary changes in my article. And surely there will be a
second volume (why little volume?) on the Swiss-German congregations of
1527-1900? I am especially intrigued with the latter. Naturally I will
send you a copy of my article as soon as it is finished. I will read
with precision all the other books you sent me. You will soon receive
the issue of "Zondagsbode" in which your writings will be mentioned. Be
sure to see to it that your books will be described properly and advertised

in the Mennonite papers in Europe so the Mennonites there can purchase
them. Sincerely, S. Cramer."

This kind of criticism is very encouraging for editors, distributors,
and retailers. We hope that the recommendation of Dr. Cramer to adver-
tise these books will be followed and that it will bring results.

"ELIJAH" ORATORIO
BASED ON THE WORDS OF THE OLD TESTAMENT, BY
FELIX MENDELSOHN - BARTHOIDY

This production is under the direction of Prof. Welty of the Bethel
College Oratorio Society. He can pick the soloists as required by the
oratorio. It is sponsored by the music department of Bethel College. The
renditions will be May 16 in the English language and on May 28 in the
German landquage.

The Elijah oratorio includes 42 nurbers: 12 choir selections, 17
solos, 2 duets, 1 trio, 1 quartet, 1 double quartet, and 8 mixed parts
nunbers. This does not include the introduction and the overture. Bass
solos outnumber the others because they sing the words of Elijah. The
words of Obadiah and Ahab are sung by the tenors, those of the angel and
of the queen by the altos, and words of the widow and her boys by the
sopranos. The words of the crowd and the priests of Baal are sung by
the entire choir. It is rare to have all the numbers of the oratorio sung
because as a rule the selections are chosen to suit the singers. When
it will be performed by Bethel College, there will be 23 numbers sung out
of the total 42.
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The text of the oratorio is, as mentioned above, purely biblical
and it consists of the words of the 0ld Testament beginning with the words
of the prophet Elijah: "As Jehovah the God Isreae liveth, before whom I
stand, there shall not be dew nor rain these years but according to my
word." Then comes a prayer of the Children of Israel taken from various
sections of the 0Old Testament: Help Lord! 1Is it your plan to destroy
us? Harvest time is over; summer is gone and no help has came our way.
The depths have run dry and the streams have dried up! The sucklings'
tongues stick to their palates due to their severe thirst! The young
children beg for bread! And there is no one who will break it for them!
Ioxd, hear our prayer. Zion stretches her hands out and no one comforts
her." Then the words of the prophet Obadiah are sung as a solo in a free
translation: "Tear up your hearts and not your clothes! Because of our
sins Elijah has locked the doors of heaven by the word of God. So repent
ye to the Iord, your God, for He is merciful, sympathetic, patient and
filled with lovingkindness, and he soon regrets the punishment! Just
as you look for me with all your hearts so I will allow myself to be found,
says our God. Oh that I might know just how to find Him so that I could
approach his seat!" The people complain: "But the Lord does not see it;
he scorns us. A curse has come upon us; he will chastise us until it
causes us to diel" Seriously these words are added to their complaints:
"For I am the Lord your God; I am a zealous God who afflicts the children
of the sinning fathers up to the third and fourth generations, even those
who hate me. I also show my mercy to the many thousands who love me and
keep my comandments."

Then the angel speaks a command to Elijah: "Elijah, get thee hence
and turn thee eastward and hide thyself by the brook Cherith. And it
shall be that thou shalt drink of the broock and I have commanded the
raven to feed thee there both mornings and evenings." Then words are
added from Psalm 91:11,12. Next is the further commands: "Arise, get
thee to Zarephath and dwell there. I have commanded a widow there to
sustain thee. While Elijah was in Zarephath we hear words of complaint
from the widow about her son. Then she says the prophets foretold his
resurrection. Then follows a song of praise: "Blessed is he who fears
the Iord and follows the right path etc." Then follows Elijah's reappear-
ance to Ahab and the conversation they had, the sacrifice on Carmel, the
crying of the priests of Baal to their God, the prayer of Elijah, the
people's call: "The ILord is God" and finally the question, "Is not
the word of God like a fire, etc." The cry went out to the godless:

"Woe unto those who withdraw from me! They have to be destroyed for
they have became rebellious etc." Then Obadiah, the mediator, comes to
Elijah again, "Help your people, you man of God, etc." The people begin
to pray: "Open thou the gates of heaven and come down. Help thy ser-
vant, Oh my God!" Elijah sends the lad to the sea and he himself prays:
"Listen to the prayer of your servant, to his pleas, Ch Lord etc." The
boy brings news of an oncoming cloud; the people join together in a song
of praise, "Thank the Iord, for He is good!" Thus ends the first part of
the oratorio,

The second part begins with a soprano solo: "Hear Ch Israel, the
voice of the ILord." The choir gives its answer: "Fear not, says the
Iord, for I am with youl!" Elijah's repeated appearance before Ahab, Jez-
ebel's threat, the prophet's flight, his sleeping under a juniper tree,
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the angel's message, and cammand, the prophet on Horeb, his reappearance
and finally his ascension to heaven are all sung in a style similar to
the first part of the oratorio. There he made his first appearance. Then
a lively choir builds up a dignified finale to the entire oratorio.

The entire production edifies the serious, reverent, biblical and up-
building character of this great masterpiece in music and vocal talent.
Anyone who has any interest in good vocal and instrumental music will find
great joy and pleasure in this performance of Mendelsohn's "Elijah" in
Bethel College.

A PRECIOUS GIFT FOR THE LIBRARY

pages of this paper. Even reading the text is uplifting, edifying, and
gratifying, and these qualities are enhanced by the expression of the

text by solos and choir numbers accompanied by tones of our larce new

pipe organ with its enormous bellows. Our students have rehearsed dil-
igently under the direction of our Professor Welty to give each selection
the proper emphasis. The soloists, both from Bethel and outside of it have
spared no effort to produce successful results. All that has been accom-
plished in this entire year by the members of the Oratorio Society under
Professor Welty's direction will be brought out on the designated evenings.
On May 16 the Oratorio will be given in the English language and on May 28
in German. The latter has been prepared with the help of music lovers
from our German areas and from friends of our school who are in the area
for taking in the closing exercises on May 29.

DO YOU HAVE ROOM FOR JESUS

My friends, it was no accident that Jesus was borm on this earth
with all its misery. It was no accident that there was no room for him
except in a lowly little stable. It has been recorded so we will be aware
of the fact that room for Jesus means that just as there was roam only in
a very poor environment, so there is room for Him only in the hearts of
poor people. It was no accident when we read "There was no room for Him
in the inn." That is where the rich, dignified people were, those who
can afford anything and everything, those who had their minds on every-
thing but what was happening in a stable in Bethlehem. And there are so
many people whose hearts are open to all kinds of quests but not to Jesus.
If we should start naming some of those whose hearts are open to the un-
godly, we would start with the most aristocratic. There is a guest by
the name of Conceit. He is a most distinguished person. He holds his
head high; he bows down to nobne, yet he demands that others - even our
Lord - bow down to him. He insists that everything, even God's word,
should be adjusted to suit him. Where that man resides, there is no roam
for Jesus. Another guest's name is Self-righteousness. He is not nearly
so dignified, but he is a wealthy man who has no fear of foreclosure or
unpaid debts; he al - s has the means to pay. He is so rich he thinks
he can buy anything - even his way into heaven. However, where that man
has his dwelling place, there is no room for Jesus. A third guest, also
one of the "upper crust" is a man named Vanity who is an exceptionally
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camplacent man who actually considers himself a most attractive guest.

He feels that God himself would consider it an honor to receive him as

a guest and would be glad to usher him into his heavenly kingdom. Wher-
ever that man goes, there is no room for Jesus. Besides these there are
a host of other guests of all types. One whole group bears the family
name of Worry. They are always dissatisfied and worried about samething:
their own honor, their health, their money, their future. These quests
leave no roam for Jesus either. Another type of guest also camprises

a whole family by the name of Pleasure. Their first names are Desire

Dear Friend,

If everything would actually be well done after it is well thought
out, there would be many reports coming your way from former students.
Actually, I have thought for several months about sending an article
to you for publication in your Journal. However, nothing has material-
ized because it is so easy to postpone this type of thing.

Many things have changed since my last report. Today we have not
only the mild winds blowing from the far west - now we have raw north
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winds, raw and cold, pushing against the house. Now there are not only
a few whirling snowflakes in the air but the flakes are abundant and are
competing with each other to reach the ground. No longer can we enjoy
the blue sky above the rising mountains and the sun shining below on the
green grass. Our view swings on out over the gray winter coverage. In-
stead of green spruces one sees bare trees and bushes without foliage.
However, that does not make us pessimistic as it might sound. We all
know the words of the poet:
"No matter how the winter roars
With its furious kehavior,
And how the ice and snow are driven down,
We know that spring is bound to retum."

And we know this will came true. We are sure that then this part
of the country will flaunt its natural beauty again and not be stripped
of all attractiveness as it is today. But even if we know this is true
there is a quiet longing to gaze at that valley and see a mild climate
prevail. We learn to understand the Swiss and the Tyroleans a bit better
who, we know, find M hard to leave their mountainous country. When
they do we know they omesick. We have to admit that if we consider
only climate and the beauty of nature when we choose our homes, we could
never find a lovelier and a more uniquely beautiful place than the lovely
Willamett Valley.

Even though I have not participated actively
in any schoolwork, no one will blame me if I show interest in my dear
husband's work and consider it as our work. The German Preparatory Schooi
lies in the northern section of our little town on a little incline - a
rather attractive building. So far there are only two classrooms, but
during the summer a third one is to be built. There were 83 students en-
rolled during last school year. On the 26th of this month there were ex-
aminations given in some subjects that were open to the public. They were
given in the Bethel Church. Instruction will be going on for another month.

It seems as if our people are beginning to realize the need for good
education, and we are trying to provide it. Not only does our school
prove this with its increase in enrollment, but also the fact that other
schools similar to ours are being founded. We are offering those students
an education who otherwise would be limited to what they get in our dis-
trict schools. That includes a better knowlege of the German language,
and a chance to increase their knowledge of religious and historical sub-
jects. T have adbserved that most of the students who attend English
schools only and barely learn to read and write German, will have very
little interest in the German language. It is like a closed book to them.
They cannot appreciate it because they have not learned to see the value
and the beauty of the language. We are always glad when there are efforts
being made to keep up the German language, but also to offer our youth
the opportunity to become acquainted with the history of our own people
as well as other important facts.

Now I must hasten to close lest I demand too much space. I do hope
there will be other former students who will not hesitate to write to
you. If we would consider it our duty to contribute something once a
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year, the dear editor would not have to worry about getting in some orig-
inal information. He would have a supply on hand from which to choose.
