Is Popular Education a
Failure?

President Eliot, of Harvard Uni-
- versity, has been expressing him-
self frankly and rather pessimis-
tically on the ‘“‘failure of popular
education.” At the recent session
of the Connecticut State Teacher’s
Association in New Haven he
said, in part:

‘‘For more than two generations
we have been struggling with the
barbarous vice of drunkeness, but
have not yet discovered a success-
ful method of dealing with it. The
legislation of the States has been
variable and in moral significance
uncertain.

“In some of the States of the
Union we have been depending on
prohibitory legislation, but the
intelligence of the people has been
insufficient either to enforce such
legislation or to substitute better.

“The persistense of gambling
in the United States is another
disappointing thing to the advo-
cates of popular education, for
gambling is an extraordinary un-
intelligent form of pleasurable
excitement. It isa prevalent vice
among all savage people, bt one
which the moderate cultivation
of the intelligence, a very little
foresight, and the least sense of
responsibility should ke sufficient
to eradicate.

‘It must be confessed that the
results of universal sufituge are
not in all respects what we‘gould
have expected from a people sup-
posed to be prepared at school for
an intelligent exercise of suffrage.
We have discovered from actual
observation that universal suffrage
often produces bad government,
especially in large cities.

“It is a reproach to popular

education that the gravest crimes

fo violence are committed in great
number all over the United States,
in the older States as well as in
the new, by individuals and by
mobs, and with a large measure of
impunity. The population pro-
duces a considerable number of
burglars, robbers, rioters,lynchers,
and murderers, snd is not intelli-
gent enough to suppress or to
exterminate these criminals.

‘‘The nature of the daily reading
matter supplied to the American
public, too, affords much ground
for discouragement in regard to
the results thus far obtained by
the common s¢hoels. - Since one
invaluable result of education is a
taste for good reading, the pur-
chase by the people of thousands
of tous of ephemeral reading mat-
ber which is not good in either
form or substance, shows that one
great end of popular education
has not been attained.

““A similar unfavorable infer-
ence concerning popular education
may be drawn from the quality of
the popular theaters of to-day.
The popular taste is for trivial
spectacles, burlesque, vnlgar vau-
deville, extravaganza. and melo-
drama, and the stage often pre-
sents to unmoved audiences scenes
and situations of an unwholesome
sort

‘‘Americans are curiously sub-
ject to medical delusions; because
théy easily fall vickims to that
commonest of fallacies, post hoc,
ergo propter hoc. They are the
greatest consumers of patent me-
dicines in the known world, and
the most credulous patrons of all
sorts of ‘medicine men’ and wo-
men, and of novel healing arts.

*“That labor strikes shtuld oc-
cur more and more frequently and
be more and more widespread has
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been another serious disappoint-

As we have |
all seen lately, the strike is often
regorted to for reasons not made
public, or, at least, not made pub-
lic until after the strike has taken
place’’

Now and
then you will find students who
take considerable interest in news-
paper work, telegraphy etc., and
secure work in the respective offic-
es. , :
In conclusion the writer desires
to call attention to the delivery of
the large daily newspapers in the
great centres. It may be a sur-
prise to many, that this branch of
work, which has assumed such
great dimensions, islargelyin the
hands of studencs, especially in
those sections in which students
have their guarters. They earn
from ten to fifteen dollars per
month if they are engaged only in
the delivery of newspapers. But
a considerable per cent. purchase
routes and all profits realized is
money into their own pockets.
Anyone who is industrious and is
careful about the business affairs
that necessarily go with the operat-
ing of such a paper route can oft-
entimes make enough to cover ev-
ery dollar of his school expenses.

District Schools in the
17th Century.
 Mr. Homer J. Webster, in an
article entitled; ‘“‘Schools and Col-
leges in. Colonial Times,”” and
published in ““The New England:
Magazine,” gives an interesting
view of educational conditions in
colonial times. Regarding district
gchools in the colonies we quote
the following: :
«“The subjects taught were read-
ing, writing, spelling and arith- -
metic, and a very meagre amount
of these. Having such crude and
rudimentary “work to do in the
gchoolroom, the master did not
have to burn midnight oil to keep
ahead of his pupils and he” was
usually a jack-of-all-trades. His

extra duties must have been, in
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many cases, a welcome diversion
from the monotony of the school-
room. We read of one in New
England in 1661, whose duties
were: ‘1. Toact as court messen-

ger. 2. To serve summonses. 8.’

To conduct certain ceremonial
services in the church. 4..Tolead
the Sunday choir, 5, To ring the
bell for public worship. 6. To dig
graves. 7. To take charge of the
school. 8. To perform other oc-
casional duties.’ And we learn
that Adam Roelandsen, the first
schoolmaster of New York, besides
teaching the youth, also toek in
washing. . . . . The education
of women forms a painfully short
chapter in colonial history. Edu-
cation had hardly entered woman’s
sphere, and few girls’ schools were
founded in colonial times. The
girls attended the district summer
schools and learned at home to
read, write amd spell, but from

most Latin schools they were
strictly excluded.”

Miscellaneous.

— The ‘‘education bill’’ seems
to be bringing about a religious
crisis in England. The bill in
part proposes to give government
support to denominational schools
and is favored by the Catholics
and the Church of England peo-
ple, since they would be largely
benefited if the bill should become
a law. The Non-conformists,
however, are bitterly opposed to
ib.

— A remarkable interest in
Christianity is reported to exist
among students in Japan. The
Young Men’s Christian Associa-
tion is now firmly established in
that country and is making rapid
progress. 'The Buddhists are try-
ing to counteract its influences
and have therefore organized the
Young Men’s Buddhist Associa-
tion, which is similar te the form-
er organization, not only in name,
but also in plan and methods' of
work. :

— The trustees of Chigago uni-
versity, by a vote of thirteen to
three, have just decided ‘in faver
of keeping the young men and

women students separate in “the
freshmen and sophomore classes.
This expected move has been re-
garded by some 4s a step toward
abolishing coeducation at that
university. The charter of  the
institution, however, provides
that both boys and girls shall ke
edueated there, though not neces-
sarily in the same classes.

EDITORIAL NOTES

With this issue the School and College Journal completes its seventh
year. We take this opportunity to thank all its subscribers and support-
ers very sincerely. At the same time the editorial staff would like to
add a note about its production this caming year. The format will be dif-
ferent, and the title will be "Monatsblitter aus Bethel College" (Monthly
Publication of Bethel College). It will be in the form of a magazine with
an octave format with 12 pages. It will offer more German reading material
than the College Journal has. Besides that there will be a separate Eng-
lish edition called the Bethel College Monthly. The readers will have the
options of ordering only the English version, only the German, or both at
the following reasonable rates: "Monatsblitter aus Bethel College" (only
the German publication with 16 pages) at 25 cents a year, The Bethel Col-
lege Monthly (only the English publication with 8 pages) for 15 cents, or
the two together (with 20 pages) to one address for 30 cents,

The 15th annual meeting of the Bethel College Corporation was held
as scheduled in November. FEverything progressed in an orderly manner. The
attendance (corporation members and others) was larger than ever, and the
interest shown was gratifying. The report from the Board of Directors was
accepted and the discussion that followed was on a positive note. A nunber
of faculty members were present. They participated in the discussion and
answered some pertinent questions. The big issue was the clarity of what
part of Bethel's work is carried on in German and what part is going on in
English, It was explained that both lanquages are necessary for success
and progress.

The enrollment in Bethel College is 97 and is rapidly approaching the
100 mark., We are hoping that this mark will be reached by Nov. 10 when
the second term begins., We do report an increase of 17 over the figure
of 80 that we reported to the conference in October.

The entrance of our first deaconess student took place the first of
November in the German Deaconess Home in Cincimnati. Sister Frieda Kaufman
is now wearing the deaconess garb in that place as she was accepted into
the sisterhood, currently on a probation basis. This is an important step
in her life. We wish her God's blessing and we hope she progresses rapidly
into the status of a full-fledged Sister.

The second volume of the "Synopsis of the History of the Mennonites"
by Professor C, H. Wedel, has just left the press. It can be purchased for
75 cents per copy direct from the Business Manager of Bethel College or
through the book store. This edition consists of 180 pages and includes
the history of Anab@tismwith the "quiet bmthemoods or the schools of
heretics atthebegimingofthecentuzy Then it continues to the Ana-
baptise moverent in Switzerland, South Germany, Moravia, Netherlands, and
finally to the works of Menno Simons, his teachings, and the answers to his
question: "What is the origin of the Anabaptists and the Mennonites?"
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It is certainly worth having as is volume IV which will be printed in
the year 1903. The price of the 3 volumes available is $2.25: Volume I
.65, volume II 75 cents and volume III 85 cents. The price of all three

at the same time is $2.00. We are very eager to see a large distribu-
tion of these productions.

The writer is happy to be able to enjoy the contributions of Prof.
Wedel and to publish some of them in the "Monatsbltter aus Bethel Col-
lege". Every issue of this paper will publish an original article by
Prof. Wedel so the readers will have some solid reading material. Prof.
Haury has been doing a great deal of the work with the English section
of the Journal. He will be the sole editor of the Bethel College Monthly.
We are sure the productions will become more attractive with this change.
Hopefully the faculty will take advantage of this opportunity. This
price list is printed on the cover.

FROM THE MINUTES
of the 15th annual meeting of the Bethel College Corporation of Nov. 7,1902

The meeting was declared in session by President J. J. Krehbiel at
the designated time. The opening was made by Minister P. Goertz (Inman)
with song and prayer. The attendance was very good so that this 15th an-
nualnaetingwasdeclaredashavmgﬂehiqhestmbﬁrpf@epﬁlemat-

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tendance in its history.

Brother Jacob Isaak of Moundridge was appointed to record the minutes.
He read the minutes of the l4th annual meeting. They were accepted as read.
Then all those in attendance were asked to participate in the discussion.

The following were appointed to serve in the tellers committee: Ru~
dolf Claassen, B. H. Priesen, and Jacob Rupp.

The accumlated votes were placed in the hands of Peter Balzer, Wilh.
Galle, and Abr. Ratzlaff. The proxies of abxent voters were also put into
their hands.

The Board of Directors reported on the condition of the school in-
cluding the report in the November issue of the College Joumal that was
given at the Western District Conference of 1902.It also reported on the
financial report by the Business Manager. After a lively discussion the
following recammendations were added to the report in the form of resolu-
tions:

1) The Bethel College session is happy to be aware that the General
Conference of Mennonites of North America included “our schools” in their
items of business. We acknowledge with gratitude that the Conference is
recammending that our schools be given the responsibility of preparing
our missionary candidates for their work.

2) Resolved that we accommodate the Mission Board of the General
Conference with assistance in financing the tuition of the missionary
candidates. If they attend Bethel College their tuition for all reqular
academic and evangelical courses shall be grantéd them free of charge as
long as the owners of scholarships will grant them.

The discussion of the director's report was interrupted by the need
to allow time for nominations on the ballot for electing three members
to the Board of Directors so they could fill out the necessary informa=
tion during the noon hour. The actual election took place in the afternoon.

The terms of board members R, B, Grubb, H. Banman, and David Goerz
have expired. The following were nominated: David Goerz, H. Banman, J.
R. Toews, H. R. Voth, Gustav Harder, C. F, Claassen, Jacob Isaak, Jacocb
Toews (elder), Peter Balzer, 2br. Enns, Wm. Galle, and Jacob W. Penner.
Oof these 12 the following were elected for 3 year terms: David Goerz
with 367 votes, H, Banman 283 votes, and Jacob Isaac 187 votes.

Before the election took place the following points were decided
by resolutions: 1. All the holders of voting rights can vote (even if
they are not members of the Bethel College Corporation but are represent-
atives of their congregations). Those who are not church members cannot
vote. (Only members of the Corporation are elilyible to be elected into
the Board,) 2. This is the last session in which voting rights will be
given orally. In the future only the actual signed proxies shall be
valid voting rights.

In the afternoon session there was a lively discussion about the
question of how much German and how much English should be used in Bethel
College. Several college professors served as experts in this discussion
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and answered the questions directed to them. They put an end to the un-
founded criticism that Bethel College was losing its German to the English
language. Others accused the college of not being loyal to the nmational
lanquage when it refused to speak English with those students who do not
speak German. All the listeners to this discussion can now feel good
about the fact that in Bethel College there is adequate and thorough Ger-
man instruction at the same time that Pnglish is being used wherever nec-
essary. Many will also have noticed that keeping the German lanquage is
the responsibility of others as well as our college faculty. In order to
have a good backgroand for German:

1. The families must speak German in their homes - the same German
they want their children to study in high school and in college.

2. The German church schools shall be continued so our high schools
can continue to draw their students from them. We are all aware that the
German language is rejected more and more in our high schools. 2As a re-
sult the love for German is dying rapidly.

3. German has to remain the mother tongue in family and church life
or else there is no way to preserve it.

Then the report of the board members was discussed again. This re-
sulbedinmeacceptmceofthereportwiththeadditionofthereport
of the revision conmittee which was as follows: "The undersigned have
inspected the books of the business manager David Goerz for the 1901-1902
school year. We have tried to acquire a bit of an insight into his books.
We found everything to be in order and correct. We found further that
the report of last year had a balance on hand of $2894.74. The actual
incare of the year 1901-1902 was $17,875.89 making a total of $20,770.63.
The disbursements amounted to 20,274.38 leaving a balance of 496.25 on
hand.

In the year 1901-1902 the income from the support fund notes was
10,150.00. This was placed on loan again at 5 1/2 and 6 percent and the
comittee feels that this is a safe investment. Furthermore, we can re-
port that the Business Manager has been on duty for special collections
of money for Bethel College for 372 days out of the 13 years he has worked.
We would like to cquote: "A laborer is worthy of his hire", and upon that
the following recommendation is made: 1. To cawensate the treasurer for
histﬁneandforhismrkaswellasz.toexpresst:ohimtheappreciatim
of the Board of Directors for the conscientious manner in which he

manages
the business of the college. The conmittee: Abraham Ratzlaff, Jacob Isaak
and H. Banman,

The session had decided in the morming to adjourn at 4 p.m. but it
finally changed this to 4:15 in order to complete all the business on
the agenda., Min. G. N. Harms, Gnadenbergq, led in the closing song and
prayer.

NOTES FROM THE MEETINGS AND THE RESOLUTIONS OF THE BETHEL COLLEGE
BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING OF NOV. 6 AND 7, 1902

2s a rule the members of the Board have a preliminary session the
day before the annual meeting of the College Corporation. Besides that
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they get together several times between the sessions of the anmual meeting i
and after its close in order to: 1. Prepare the reports to be given at |
the annual meeting, 2. Prepare the ballots to be used for the election,

3. To organize the elected members for their new positions and 4. To

take care of the business that was outlined for them at the annual meeting.

The Revision Committee got together on the afternoon of Nov. 6 to do
their duty of inspecting all books and accounts of the Corporation. This
report was submitted to the Board of Directors for approval, then it was
taken to the annual meeting and put on the agenda.

The first session of the Board of Directors meeting was on Nov. 6.
All members from Kansas as well as the representatives of other states
were present when Min, J. W. Penner led in an opening prayer at the re-
quest of the President, J. J. Krehbiel.

After the reading and accepting of the minutes of the last directors'’
session on May 29 and 30, the report of the President of the faculty,
Prof. C. H, Wedel, was discussed. His report is as follows:

Dear Brethren,

At the end of the first term I have no particular annmmcements
to make, We had an ordinary beginning; most of the classes we provided
for are well attended., We started with 53 students and now our enrollment
is up to 84 (at the end of the term). Last year at this time there were
89. At the end of the second term I will give you a progress report of
our work during the school year. As far as we can see now there are no
particular problems or questions in this school year. It seems the fac-
ulty is not in dire need of any new facilities. However, at our last meet-
ing there was a discussion of a regulation concerning the lodging facil-
ities of the students. The faculty has passed a requlation that male
and female students shall not stay in the same house. The faculty is
asking the Board of Directors to take action on this and make it an of-
ficial statute. Submitted by C. H. Wedel.

This requlation does not refer to those student homes that belong to
the College Corporation and are under its careful control. There we find
camplete separation of male and female students. This refers to the pri-
vate board and roaming places where families have offered to provide board
and room for students. Every Christian institution has its respectable
regulations regarding this matter. If there are exceptiions they must be
discussed with those in charge. There are cases where relatives are fur-
nishing board and room to students who help with the work. This is con-
sidered a family situation and it does not come under the rule established
by the faculty.

After the board members had an evening session to prepare the reports
for the annual meeting they adjourned until the next morning, Nov. 7. At
the forenoon meeting this recommendation was discussed and accepted. Dur-
ing the noon recess they prepared the ballots for the election of board

members. On Nov. 7 the election washheld and the rest of the business was
taken care of,

Elected into the Board were J. J. Krehbiel, Pres., David Goerz, Secre-
tary, B, Warkentin treasurer.

The members of the revisions committee are: Abr. Ratzlaff, H, Banman,
and Jak, Isaak.
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Upon the recommendation of the business committee the Board authorized
remmeration for the 372 work days by the Business Manager. This includes
the work he did in soliciting funds for the school. The pay consists of
three years tuition and the proper nunber of voting rights.

The offer of the German Deaconess Home in Cincinnati to educate our
deaconesses was approved. The directors expressed their satisfaction that
the Secretary has taken our first deaconess student, Frieda Kaufman, to
Cincimnati.

After a thorouch discussion the directors resolved to accept Sister
Agnes Isaak, menber of the Bethel College Church near Newton, as our
third student in the deaconess work. She shall be admitted to Bethel
College in the year 1903-1904 to take her preparation work toward the
deaconess profession,

The directors expressed their pleasure at the fund raising progress
by encouraging resolutions to fund a house for the deaconess students as
well as other female students coming to Bethel.

The directors tabled the motion to hire an assistant business manager.

The faculty called the attention of the Executive Committee of the
Board to another matter - that of providing space for the library. This
was tabled. The rest of the business was put into the hands of the of-
ficials. The Board of Directors adjourned another very rewarding meeting.

THE DFACONESS MOVEMENT

"Take heed to the ministry which thou hast received in the Lord, that
thou fulfill it." Col. 4:17

The deaconess movement means service. In all the 60 places that
service is mentioned in the New Testament it always means service to the
Iord, the Holy One, and to those who need a handshake of love as an en-
couragement, Later, in the time of the Apostles, this duty was assigned
to the minister. It was to be a special service especially an act of love
and sympathy.

In considering this for our age, since the founding of this type of
work has been done by Wichermn and Fliedner, we see it as work for both
men and women. The diaconate work is a tremendous task that has been
carried on by over 9000 brethren and almost 14,000 Sisters. The words
"deacons™ and "deaconesses" have carried with them the compassion and love
for the suffering and lost mambers of the church.

Deaconess work is the entire home mission of our commmities. It is
not done in Sunday clothes but in everyday clothes, not in a robe but in
an apron. This also refers to work in the cities that is done by city
missions. (Bethesda)

WHAT IS A DEACONESS?

She is a servant of Jesus Christ who is willing to separate herself
from all other duties and who gives her time and energy to the Lord and
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to her suffering brothers and sisters. In her quiet and gentle way she

wants to honor Him who has given her a clean heart with which to do her
work.

Whoever has a healthy attitude and lots of energy; whoever feels
hutble and loving, God-fearing and willing to submit to His will, is suited
for this work. She must know the Lord and be thankful for His mercy to
her. She must want everyone to be helped, everyone to know the truth and
have an awareness of God., She must realize that man does not live by bredd
alone but by everything that proceedeth out of the mouth of Jehovah. The
joy of life is not really in her own life but rather in the lives of oth-
ers - to see that others are in good standing with their Lord. She must
travel the narrow way and pursue a career that no matter how serious it
is, will satisfy not herself, actually, but her Lord whom she praises.

Then she will realize that a truly good deaconess hame will supply its
residents with food for the soul as well as for the body. It should be
a firm castle in the name of the Lord in which the residents sit under
the power and protection of the Lord where He pours forth his blessings
daily.

A YEAR IN ARTZONA
(For the School and College Journal)
(Conclusion)

As a vhole the Hopi people are quite trusting and friendly. The
more I learn about their language and its use so I can converse with
them, the more I see their needs of all kinds. I am also able to see
their viewpoints and dispositions better as I learn to know them better.
So far I see them as a friendly, energetic, happy group of people.

Peaceful. The menbers of Both parties (conservative and liberal)
who really do not agree are all living in the same area. However, they
abide by the following rule: "I'll get out of your way; you do the
same thing and all trouble and quarrel will be avoided." 'Actually, I
have not seen any quarrels among the Hopis so far. The children quarrel
so little it is really amazing. There is too much gossip and small talk
to suit me., Since the Hopis are so very sensitive there is much avoid-
ing among them. A test of their ability to remain peaceful came last
spring when the hair cutting ordinance came in. This order from the In-
dian comissioner brought so much ridicule that he finally had it recalled.
Our comissioner is usually so eager to please the Indians, but he intended
to enforce this order and support the Commissioner of Indian Affairs in
Washington. Neither the Hopis nor the Navajos could understand how short
hair could improve an Indian. The Navajos sent word to the Commissioner
that the government would have to cut off their heads first, then they
would hold still for haircuts. The Hopis said: Now Washington has given
us an order that we never expected to get - we never dreamed a big man
like Washington would be so unreasonable - surely he knows better - but
go ahead, cut our hair. We will not argue, but you will never be our
friend again.

Industrious. Since these Indians have never received government
assistance, they have been a hard working group of people., They really
have to work hard to make a living. The mean and the women have divided
the work to same extent. The men work in the field (at harvest time the
wamen join them), herd the sheep, make comforts and clothes, and get the
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firewood ready. The women carry water (up the high mesa), grind the
corn, cook and bake, weave baskets, and build houses (the men are their
handymen) . The woman is actually the home owner, and she often asserts

herself as such. The women's rights pushers would really enjoy listen-
ing to these women,
